SECTION 1 Creating Your Wedding Vision

Chapter I  Charleston, the Perfect Place for Your Wedding

History and Some Insight into the Character of Charleston

Charleston has been called the sixth best city in the United States.  It is the 
third most popular city for wedding destinations.  Travel and Leisure Magazine, 
which is devoted to traveling to the most exclusive places all over the world, 
declared Charleston as number ten in its top cities all over the world! 

Conde Nast Traveler named Charleston top ten in domestic destination for several 
years.  In 2000 it ranked it number three, following San Francisco and New 
Orleans.  It is the only city to be ranked high in the “friendliness factor.” 

Charleston was born in 1670 when the English first landed on the western bank of 
the Ashley River.  The old world charm of Charleston’s historic district, its 
many beautiful open beaches, rivers and marshes, the old plantations and manor 
houses make it one of the most romantic spots in the world. It has such diversity that there is literally something to suit everyone’s tastes and preferences.

Why does Charleston deserve all of this recognition and praise?   Port City, as 
she is called, is the jewel of South Carolina. Charleston is a peninsula lying 
between the Ashley and Cooper rivers, which join to form the Atlantic Ocean, if 
you listen to native Charlestonians.  Charleston, originally named Charles Town 
after King Charles II of England, has an indomitable spirit.  She has survived 
the Revolutionary War, the Civil War, a severe earthquake, several fires, a 
cyclone and numerous devastating hurricanes, the most recent of which was Hugo 
in 1989. But Charleston always rebuilds and restores itself and comes back better 
than ever.  
                                       
Charleston also has pirates in her history.  In 1718 the pirate called, 
Blackbeard, seized eight or nine ships and some prominent Charlestonians.  He 
was later killed as he was escaping from the Carolinas.  Stede Bonnet was one of the most prominent pirates who sailed with Blackbeard and was hanged at 
White Point Gardens in downtown Charleston in 1718.  

In Colonial America, Charlestown was considered the fourth largest, wealthiest 
and most beautiful city.  Until the beginning of the 19th century, Charleston 
was still among the five or six largest cities in the US.  The historic district 
architecture reflects the French and English influence of her first settlers.  
She is also called the Holy City because of the number and variety of her 
churches.

Many movies have been filmed in Charleston.  Mel Gibson’s The Patriot was filmed 
downtown as was part of The Notebook.  The “Avenue of Oaks” from Boone Hall 
Plantation was featured in the southern classic Gone with the Wind .   The 
plantations, like Boone Hall, Magnolia and Middleton Place grew rice, indigo, 
and cotton and were very important to Charleston’s history.  Many family 
fortunes were made on these plantations and some of these family’s names can be 
seen on many of the street signs in downtown Charleston such as Calhoun, Legare, and Rutledge.  

Another interesting fact is in 1791, during a tour, George Washington actually 
ate at McCrady’s, which is still one of the top restaurants in Charleston.  

In 1931, Charleston enacted a preservation ordinance that has kept its historic 
homes and buildings built by the wealthy merchant class in their original 
splendor.  Charleston is known for its 18th and 19th century architectural gems.  
Not only is the city beautiful but it appeals to many people for different 
reasons: the taste of Lowcountry cuisine, the relics of the Colonial and Civil 
Wars, the unique outdoor settings afforded by the area’s barrier islands and 
surrounding marshes, its huge array of historic architecture, its beaches, 
plantations and magnificent natural settings.   

Charleston is rich in plantations, mansions and manor houses, many of which are 
available for your wedding ceremony and reception.  In addition to its historic 
sites Charleston has luxury hotels, unique bed and breakfasts, municipal buildings, museums, aquariums, private clubs, private homes, beach houses and houses that overlook its many rivers that also make unusual and interesting wedding venues.  In other words, there are huge numbers of sites to choose from.

Weather 
Here is a summary of information about the typical weather of Charleston.  Although these are averages, Charleston’s weather can change rapidly.  It is very rare that we have a very cold day without any sunshine and our rain showers often don’t last all day.  But there are always exceptions.  We are a coastal city which means that fronts blow in off the water and move very quickly which can mean strong winds and some rain.  
Charleston is hot and very humid in the summer.  If you are not from the south, you may not be prepared for how hot is here from July through September.

What to Wear 
 


Downtown Charleston dress code is elegant casual. Charleston women dress well and pay attention to their looks.  Charleston is a walking city so comfortable shoes are a must.  The sun is really strong here in the summer so a hat and sunscreen are a good idea.  While it gets really, really hot in Charleston from about May to September, you will still need a sweater, jacket or shawl when going to a restaurant or any indoor location. Charlestonians are serious about their air conditioning!  
 

During our winter months from January to early March, you will need a coat or a warm jacket.  The temperature can go down to the twenties in the evenings.  There have been times when it has hit the high teens!  
The days usually go up to the forties or fifties.



Beachwear while appropriate for our many beaches doesn’t work in downtown Charleston, Mt. Pleasant or Daniel Island where you will probably want to wear nice casual outfits.  For the more upscale restaurants you can dress up.  There are plenty of casual restaurants where you can wear jeans.  It is probably a good idea to ask about the dress code when making your reservations.

 

Put a small umbrella in your purse during the spring and summer months because of  probable rain showers.

To help you select your colors go to your local paint store to help select your colors and for color swatches.  Make sure to grab several swatches so you can keep one and give one to your florist and any other vendors that need to match your colors.






It is important that your wedding vision be clear to you when you begin to establish your priorities.  This will help you see how best to allocate your money.  In other words, being in that dreamy, creative state is the most practical thing you can do as a first step.  When you clearly establish your wedding vision, it is easier to make decisions.  And, best of all, it’s part of the fun.

Chapter III  The Style of Your Wedding

At one time, a wedding was a very formal, traditional occasion.  There were etiquette books and time-honored family customs that told you what to do at every turn.  Those days are gone.  Now, your wedding can be whatever you want it to be.  You can still have a very formal wedding ceremony with a more relaxed reception or both can be quite formal.  You can choose to have an informal beach ceremony with an informal reception.    There are no hard and fast rules anymore governing the style of your wedding.  The one rule is that it be a reflection of you and your groom!
The formality or informality of your wedding comes from many things: the setting, your dress and that of your attendants, the groom and groomsmen’s attire, the style of food and the way it is served, the décor and the music.

Attire and the Setting  
There are always trends in wedding gowns.  A formal gown used to be quite conservative with long sleeves and a higher neckline.  The bride used to wear a cathedral veil, which is long and trailing.  Now a formal gown can be strapless with a cover-up if your church requires it and the long veil can be replaced with a fingertip veil or simply flowers in your hair.  A beach wedding might require a more flowing gown with a short veil that won’t get caught up in the offshore breezes and pretty but informal flip-flops on your feet.  A mansion venue might be the setting for a more traditional gown with a train or a tiara.  

Just consider your setting before choosing your gown and veil. Walking on grass is hard when you’re wearing four-inch heels!  


Just as your attire changes with the setting so does your groom’s.  For a beach wedding your groom and his groomsmen might wear white linen shirts with either dark pants or chinos.  For a church or plantation ceremony they might wear formal tuxedos or white dinner jackets.  For a less formal setting, seersucker suits might be their choice.

The Food and Style of Service 
The style of your reception will determine how the food is served.  Ordinary family-style barbeque might be appropriate for a casual reception but may not be ideal for guests dressed in their finest.  However take that same barbecue and serve it in a delicate pastry shell and it will be perfect for a formal reception. A seated dinner is usually considered more formal.  A buffet can either informal with help-yourself-service or quite formal with uniformed servers. 
The style of your reception is also created by the type of linens, china and décor you use.  A casual dinner might include colorful paper napkins and high-quality plastic plates. At an elegant and formal reception
 you would use good silver, fine china, cloth napkins, table clothes, candles and floral centerpieces, place cards and a seating chart.

The size of your wedding and your budget will also help determine the style. Your wedding can be elegant on a small budget, but you will have to be more creative and probably get family members to help.  


None of the above is cast in stone but it’s written to get you thinking of all the elements of your wedding, how they fit together and the mood they create.  There are venues that fit all of them and vendors who know how to create what you want to fulfill your vision of the perfect wedding.

Chapter IV The Budget

After you choose your date and create your wedding vision, the next thing to do is to establish your budget.  
The first question couples get asked or ask themselves is “How much are we going to spend on our wedding?” and “How are we going to pay for it?”  
If your Mom and Dad are paying for the wedding, you will probably have a quick answer.  Now, however, many couples are paying for a majority of their wedding expenses themselves.  If this is the case for you and your fiance, you will have to determine how much you can afford.  We suggest that you take time before you start booking anything to plan a realistic budget along with realistic expectations.  The time you spend now planning your budget will save you time and money later on.  

Figuring out your budget can be overwhelming but we believe that you can have a dream wedding on any size budget if you are realistic.  Both of us have worked on weddings that had budgets between $5,000-$12,000.  These weddings had less than sixty guests and took place at county parks, restaurants, hotels, and private homes.  Having said that, 
we have found that the average cost of a wedding in Charleston is between $27,000-$30,000 for eighty to one hundred twenty- five guests.  This figure reflects a nice average wedding.  A luxury, high-end wedding would start at $75,000 for the same amount of guests.   
 Keep these figures in mind when you are planning your budget but don’t get upset.  Remember, you can have a great wedding on any budget if you plan ahead and use the suggestions in this guide.  

We have compiled a complete list of items you will need for your wedding with their average costs on the Average Cost List at the end of this chapter.  We have also put together detailed sample budgets ranging from $7,500 to $40,000 on the Sample Budget Worksheets also at the end of this chapter. 

Priorities

The first thing that we would like you to do is to figure out what your priorities are. What parts of your wedding vision are non-negotiable?  Where can you be flexible?  Refer back to your wedding vision and wedding movie to see what your priorities really are. 
For example, if a wedding dress costing several thousands of dollars is the most important thing to you and you could live without the stretch limo you can make that adjustment in your budget. By identifying what elements are most important to you and making those a priority you will ensure that you have money set aside for them.  
Don’t forget your fiancé and what he wants. If your future husband is focused on having a cigar lounge at the reception then put the cigar lounge as one of your priorities.  

The Guest List

You and your fiancé really need to sit down and decide how many people you want to invite to your wedding and if that number is realistic considering your budget.  Weddings in Charleston often get a higher rsvp rate because Charleston is such a desirable location.  So take that into consideration. 
 
First, decide on the “must” invite list and work from there.  You can make a list of everyone you want to invite and then prioritize by family and dear friends, co-workers, and just acquaintances.  You may ask your parents and his parents for any input on who they would like to see invited but don’t let them decide for you. In the past, whoever was paying for the wedding and reception would be given more input and be allowed to invite more people from their list.  However, with so many couples paying for their own wedding, it is not the case anymore.   Be willing to be flexible if you need to compromise with your fiancé.
 
Use the Guest List Worksheets that we have provided at the end of this chapter to work out your final guest list.  Use them to keep track of the save the date cards, invitations, gifts received and thank yous sent.  
Traditionally Who Pays for What

This is a list of how the wedding costs were traditionally split in years past. However, things have changed greatly and there is much more fluidity now.  There really are no restrictions or hard and fast rules on who can pay for what.  Use this only as a guide for discussion with both families.  We have also provided a worksheet to keep track of who is paying for what.

Contracts, 
Deposits and When to Pay for What

When you begin to select your wedding vendors you will be required to put down a deposit and sign a contract in order to reserve the date and time.  In most cases a fifty percent deposit is required, however, each vendor has their own deposit policy.  Be aware that some vendors, such as caterers, require two or three payments.  Other vendors, such as wedding planners may require total payment up front. 

It is very important that you understand that in most cases deposits are non-refundable or are non-refundable after a grace period.  Do not rush into signing contracts. They are legally binding documents that hold up in court!  Before signing the contract and giving them a check, make sure this is the vendor or venue that you really want and that the cost fits your budget.

Read every line in the contract carefully before signing.  Vendors may have stipulations and requirements for when they need the final guest count or there may not be enough food or chairs, etc, for all of your guests.  When reading your contract watch for hidden fees.  Also there may be additional fees if you make changes including a change in guest count, change of venue, change of  time,  or overages in time.   These items may be way down in the last pages or paragraphs of the contract but they are still legally binding.  There are several venues that require you to have everything cleaned up and be out 
by a certain time.  If you do not meet their deadline there will be a steep penalty charge.

Even though contracts seem overwhelming you need to have a written document for every vendor and venue to ensure that you will have what you have asked for.  If something is not itemized or listed in the contract, do not assume that it will happen.  If you don’t see it on your receipt or in your contract, ask for it to be added.  For example, if the caterer you have hired does not list cleaning up the venue after the reception as part of their service, do not assume they will do so.  In this case, make sure that this is stipulated in their contract if you are expecting it.  

Ask about refunds in the event of inclement weather (hurricane, ice, etc.). Make sure the cancellation policy is in writing and that you’ve understood it correctly. Also ask what there policy is if you have to change the date of the wedding for some unforeseen reason. If their policies are not clear to you—ask questions.

Day of Costs and Gratuities
On the day of the wedding, you will need to have the day of payments 
along with some cash for tips.  Make sure you assign someone to hand out the final payments to your vendors or have your wedding planner handle this.   
Below are some items that you might not have thought to include but that can add up and be a surprise.  We are including these now so you can figure them into your budget.


Many different individuals contribute to your wedding day and it is customary to show your appreciation with a gratuity.  
Here is a list of vendors that you may have to pay or tip on the day of your wedding:

Officiant/sexton/organist—Clarify when payment is due when you book the officiant or the organist.  Remember that your officiant has worked hard to make your ceremony meaningful.  You can show your appreciation with a tip.  It is customary to pay the minister $50-$100 
in gratuity.

Drivers—Have payment for the driver of the limo if the full amount has not been collected.  It is customary to give the driver gratuity.  We suggest ten to twenty percent.
Entertainment—In many cases you may have to pay the band or DJ at the end of the event.  If you feel that they did a really good job you can give them a tip.

Hotel staff—Make sure to have cash to tip the bellmen, room service waiters, and other staff .  We suggest $1-$2 per bag for the bellmen and $5-$10 for the valet.  
Overtime for any vendor—It may be that you and your guests are having such a good time that you go over your contracted time with a DJ or photographer.  If your entertainment, photographer or videographer is asked to stay longer than the previously contracted time period, be prepared to have someone write a check for the “overtime.”   You should ask about these rates before you sign their contract.
Planning for the Unexpected

There needs to be a cushion built into your budget. We often see couples spend as much as thirty percent over their planned budget.  The overages come from gratuity, hidden costs, last minute details, and countless other things.  Overtime for various vendors such as bands, DJs, photographers or videographers can really add up.  You might decide to schedule extra hours for the bar to be open as you see your guests having a really good time. Another example of unexpected costs would be adding a tent over your ceremony location in the case of inclement weather. To give you an idea, the cost of a tent can run from $750 and up depending on its size.  If it is really hot, you will need several fans to make the tent bearable.  If the weather suddenly turns cold you will need several heaters in the tent.  Charleston can be very buggy much of the year so you will have to factor in the cost of addressing this issue.  These are things that can radically affect your budget.
Another place where it is easy to spend a lot more money than you planned is on your wedding photos.  You may order more albums, upgrade packages or print additional photos 
from your purchased wedding CD.  Also you may order prints or albums for family members which can be expensive.  

You may decide to dry-clean and preserve your gown and preserve your wedding flowers.  This additional cost can be upwards of $400.  
As you can see by the above examples there are many extras that you wouldn’t ordinarily consider when building your budget.  As you factor these in you will be able to see more clearly just how much money you really need.  You can reduce the overspending by using our budget worksheet. 
Honeymoon and the Budget

If a honeymoon is extremely important to you make sure it is included in your budget. The average couple spends about $4500 on their honeymoon for a seven to nine day trip.  Remember to substract the cost of your honeymoon from the money you have to spend. If your honeymoon is going to cost $3,000 and you have a total amount of $10,000 to spend, then your wedding budget is really only $7,000.  
A great way to get a fantastic honeymoon and a great wedding is to use a new service called “Honeymoon Registries.”   This type of registry allows your family and friends to purchase a part of your honeymoon such as a night’s stay, a massage, room service, an hour of snorkeling or they can contribute to the overall cost of your stay in lieu of purchasing a gift. 
We have provided the names of two local companies that provide Honeymoon Registries at the end of this chapter. 

Wedding Insurance

Another essential to add to your budget is wedding insurance. Most likely your wedding will go smoothly, without any hitches.  However, it is important to protect your wedding investment by purchasing wedding insurance (also known as event insurance). 
Event or wedding insurance covers many different issues that may occur.  No one wants to have their gifts stolen or a hurricane come through on their special day but it is better to be prepared then to lose thousands of dollars!  Wedding insurance should especially be considered if you are having your wedding outdoors in Charleston during hurricane season.  The following is a list of some of the things that may be covered by a wedding insurance policy:

Cancellation


Stolen wedding gifts


Lost/Damaged rings

Vendor no-show

Professional counseling

Lost/Damaged Attire 

Lost Deposits



There is also another aspect of wedding insurance called General Liability.  This type of policy helps cover you and your groom from being sued due to accidents, bodily injury, and other mishaps.  General liability may be required by some venues, in addition to vendors’ insurance policies.  

Wedding insurance and general liability policies for your wedding can cost anywhere between $195 and $600 for each policy.  The one-time premium depends on the coverage limits.  For example, many of the companies will cover anywhere from $7,500 to $50,000 just in cancellation coverage.  The general liability policies are typically written for $1 million dollars.  

You will find a list of insurance companies along with a list of questions to ask before purchasing on the Wedding Insurance Worksheet at the end of this chapter.

Choosing Wedding Insurance
 
When you contact an insurance agent ask specific questions about the policy, especially  as they relate to your wedding.  Read every line of the policies and look for exceptions or stipulations.  
Event insurance should be purchased at least two weeks prior to your event, however, each company has different time requirements.  We suggest that you research event insurance early on to find the coverage for the best price or be sure to ask your wedding planner for help finding an appropriate policy.  Since most major companies offer event insurance ask your current agent if your insurance carrier offers wedding insurance.  You can also ask your mother, father or future in-laws if their current insurance policies have riders or addendums that you can add for additional protection.

Chapter V General Planning Timeline

Now that you have your budget and your budget priorities you can begin planning your wedding.  
Because Charleston is so popular you should book your ceremony and reception sites as soon as possible because they book up as much as a year in advance. 

We have provided a detailed list in the Timeline Worksheet below of everything you’ll need to do to create your wedding.  We are not going to give you exact dates but rather the order in which things need to happen because the time will vary bride to bride and if you hire a wedding planner they may have a different sequence of priorities.

8. Based on your budget and guest count, choose and book venues for your ceremony and reception.

9. Choose your caterer if the venue does not supply this service.
10. Choose bar menu and bartenders if not included in venue or catering service.

11. Contact and contract your officiant.

12. Choose and send save the date cards.

13. Order invitations, place cards, menus cards and other stationery.

14. Choose your florist and décor designer.

15. Choose your photographer.

16. Choose your videographer.

17. Choose your cake baker.

18. Choose make-up and hair designers and schedule trial runs.

19. Order passport if you are traveling for your honeymoon.

20. Find accommodations for your out of town guests.

21. Choose a bridal registry.

22. Choose DJ or band.

23. Choose ceremony musicians.

24. Choose transportation.

25. Choose groom and groomsmens’ attire.

26. Plan rehearsal dinner.

27. Reserve rental equipment such as chairs, tables, tents, etc.

28. Purchase wedding rings.

29. Choose favors.

30. Book hotel room for wedding night. 

31. Buy guest book, garter, cake cutting set, toasting glasses, and other miscellaneous items.

32. Confirm details with wedding planner or with each vendor.

33. Purchase gifts for groom, family and attendants.

34. Schedule gown fittings and break-in shoes.

35. Address and mail invitations eight weeks prior to wedding date.

36. Design and print ceremony programs.

37. Schedule wedding portrait.

38. Send wedding announcements to newspapers.

39. Apply for and pick up marriage license in South Carolina.
40. Schedule final gown fitting.
41. Keep track of gifts received.

42. Update RSVP list.

43. Finalize menu and number of guests with caterer.

44. Finalize reception details and vendor itinerary with wedding planner.

45. Make a list of songs for the DJ or band for your first dance, your dance with your father, parents’ dance, etc.
46.  Decide on first dance and instruction if desired.

47. Pick up wedding rings.
48. Assign people to make the toasts.

49. Make day of assignments and delegate someone to transport gifts, guest book, toasting glasses, cake cutting set and other personal belongings from reception. 
50. Confirm honeymoon reservations and travel arrangements.

51. Arrange for someone to watch your house and pick up mail while you honeymoon.

52. Organize what you need for your wedding day and pack for your honeymoon.

53. Review wedding itinerary with planner or vendors.
54. Chapter VI Planning Ahead

Because Charleston is considered one of the top wedding destinations, there are some things that you will need to book far in advance.  You will need to be in Charleston early on to book your venues, meet your officiant, meet with your wedding planner, attend cake and menu tastings, visit your florist, and choose your hair and makeup designers.  Most of the other vendors can be booked over the phone after reviewing their services on their websites.  

One of the first people you should meet with is your wedding planner to see how well you can work together and whether they 
understand your concept and the wedding vision you’ve created.  Once they know what you want they will set up appointments for you to see ceremony and reception sites and all of the necessary vendors..  
When choosing your venues, you might have to be a bit flexible with regard to time and date if you have a particular venue in mind since all venues are in such demand.  Although we suggest booking your venues as far in advance as possible, you should be able to find a venue that fits your dream even if you have three to four months to plan.  We have seen last minute brides create beautiful weddings with everything that they wanted because they were willing to consider several options.
Bring your color swatches, magazine clippings and any sketches to all your vendor meetings so they know exactly what you want. 

When you are on this trip to Charleston, apply for your wedding license because it does not have an expiration date.

. 

This is also a good time to book your hair and make-up designers and have a run through with them. You do not want to be experimenting with styles on the day of your wedding.   Remember to bring your headpiece or veil so your hair dresser will know how to anchor it and design your hair around it.   

Other than visiting venues, our suggestion would be to have all of your appointments with vendors set up at one location so you are not running around everywhere.  Most vendors will be happy to meet with you at your designated spot.  This can be at your wedding planner’s office or in the lobby of your hotel.  

If you can plan on coming to Charleston for several days it will be less stressful and you can get everything done in one trip.  Then if you come back again before the ceremony you can just enjoy this beautiful city.  It will also be helpful for you to become more familiar so it feels more like home when you come back again for your wedding.

Chapter VII South Carolina Marriage License Information



A South Carolina marriage license may be obtained from any courthouse in the state of South Carolina. Both parties must be present to apply. A driver’s license from any state is an adequate form of identification. No divorce papers must be presented. After you apply, you must wait twenty-four hours before you can pick up the license. Since courthouses are closed on the weekend, if you apply on Friday you will not be able to pick it up until Monday. You must apply by Thursday at 4 pm to be able to pick up the license on Friday by 4 pm. If you are applying on a Thursday and planning to pick the license up on Friday, please call ahead to make sure that there are no holidays scheduled for that Friday. 
Once obtained, the license is good indefinitely. The fee for a marriage license varies from county to county. It can be paid for with cash or a check.


The Charleston County Clerk of Court’s office is located at the courthouse in Charleston’s historic district at 100 Broad Street, Suite 469.  If you have any questions or need directions, please call ( 843-958-5183).
Overview:

ID requirement: Drivers License or picture ID.
Residency requirement: You do not have to be a resident of South Carolina. 

If previously married: No proof of divorce is required. 

Application requirement: Both parties must appear in person at the office of a South Carolina County Probate Judge. This application asks for the full name, age, and place of residence of both the bride and the groom. 

Fees: Varies from county to county and are paid for using cash or check.
Waiting period: There is a 24-hour waiting period after the application is filed before the license can be picked up. If you want to get married on a weekend, make sure you apply for a marriage license by Thursday so you can pick up your license by Friday. 

Blood tests: No blood test or physical exam is required. 

Under 18: If you are under the age of 18, parental consent is required.





 

Proxy marriages: No. Both parties must be present. 

Common law marriage: No. 

Cousin marriage: Yes. First cousin. 

Same sex marriage: No. 

Who can marry you: Ordained ministers or South Carolina notaries.  
There are three copies of the marriage license.  Ministers or notaries and the couple must sign and complete all three copies of the marriage license. One copy is given to the couple and the other two copies must be returned to the county judge who issued it within 15 days. 

Expiration: There is no expiration date for a South Carolina marriage license.
The license can only be used within the State of South Carolina.

In other words, the opportunities for you to lose it will be presented.  You can count on it.  But, your reaction is strictly up to you.  You could have a fit, throw a tantrum, dissolve into tears or lock yourself in your room with a pint of Ben & Jerry’s Chunky Monkey.  Instead of that you can ask for the help you need and let go of trying to control everything and see how you can use this occurrence to make your wedding even better.
With a destination wedding there is another thing to factor in.  You are in an unfamiliar city at a time when you are looking for comfort.  So, how do you deal with the newness of your surroundings?  Bring some things with you that feel like home.  Perhaps a stone from your favorite beach, some objects from your dressing table, a beautiful scarf to drape over a hotel room table, a home fragrance that reminds you of a favorite flower, photos of your fiancé, your family and pets.  Bring your favorite chocolate or package of cookies to snack on.   All of these things bring a touch of home to an unfamiliar place.

SECTION II  Making Your Vision Real

Chapter IX  What You and Your Wedding Party Wear

You will have to decide on your wedding dress pretty far in advance because it 
can take several months to order and receive the dress and you might need several fittings.  
Choose a style, length and fabric that feel comfortable to you.  You’ll be in your wedding dress for several hours and you want to enjoy yourself and not be restricted or inconvenienced by your gown.  The gown has to be a setting for you not the other way around.

Bride
Style

Think of your very favorite dresses.  What do they have in common?  What is the sleeve length, the neckline design, the weight of the fabric?  What is there about them that you really like?  How do they make you feel?  Your wedding gown should be based on those things.  Do not be swayed by what someone else has worn or what the trend is.  Your gown should be you!  It is best if you have some idea of what you want before you go shopping.  Tear out pictures from magazines, sketch some of your ideas and bring them with you as a guide to keep you on track.  Remember, the sales person doesn’t know what you really like.  They want to be helpful but they are usually going to tell you what other people have chosen.  Stick to your guns and they will begin to get the idea of what you really want. 

If you don’t see what you want keep looking. Hold out for what you want.  Do not settle! 
Guide by Body Type

Short, petite rides: 


A-Line and sheath look best.


Stay away from bouffant skirts.

Tall, thin brides: 


Good news –You can wear just about any style you want.

Full-figured brides: 

Light-weight satins, chiffons, crepes and silk shantung work best. Empire waists and A- lines look best on you. 
Avoid bulky fabrics like velvets and heavy satins.


Avoid glossy fabrics like shiny satin and go for the matte finish.


V-necks, keyholes and scoop necklines help de-emphasize the bust-line.


Go for fitted sleeves and avoid puff or full sleeves.


Avoid mermaid and form-fitting sheath silhouettes and skip the back bow.


Avoid the large, pouf veil, but go for beautiful jewelry or pretty headpiece.


Carry a small bouquet, rather than a mass of flowers.



Pale skinned brides: 


Go for warmer, natural and ivory colors.


Avoid white, which tends to wash out already fair skin.

Darker skinned brides: 


Most fabric colors will look great.


The only exception is African-American, Hispanics and other dark skinned brides should stay away from ivory colors with yellow undertones, since that hue may not compliment a dark skin tone.

Consider pale pink colors.
Lengths of Dresses and Trains

Street length – hem just covering knees.


Intermission length – hem falling slightly below or midway between the knee and ankle.


Ballet length – hem swirling to ankles.


Floor length – hem fully skimming the floor.


Sweep train – shortest train, barely sweeping the floor.


Court train – a train extending one foot longer than the sweep train.


Chapel train – trailing about one and a third yards from waist.


Cathedral train – worn at a very formal wedding, tumbling over two yards from waist.


Extended Cathedral train- unfolding three yards from waist.

Dress Shapes

Two-piece dress
Separates help break up the line if you use two different colors or patterns, which is good for the tall bride.  There is also a corset style which works well at tapering the waist, and emphasizing your bust.

Princess dress

This is a fitted bodice shape with an A-line skirt.  Because it hugs the waist, it emphasizes  small waistlines while flattering the bust. This style is also great if you have wider hips. 

Empire  

The high waist works well for smaller busts, and the long line makes petite brides look taller.  The Empire line with an A-line skirt will also do a marvelous job at concealing wider hips.  An Empire Line with a column skirt adds height and balances a smaller bust.

Full skirt  

If you are small hipped and have a full bust, this shape will balance top and bottom.  It has a fairytale bride, romantic look.  This look does not work if you have full hips or a small bust.

Bias cut 

If you have a perfect figure this is the dress for you.  This cut works with both a tall and a petite body.  Not for the hippy.

Column 

This style hugs the body and looks great on tall, willowy women. This is the one to give you that catwalk look!  It works just as well for the petite bride. Just as with the bias cut dress this is not for brides with full hips.










Necklines

Strapless 

For the swan neck, good shoulders and firm shapely arms.  Not for the full busted. Great way to show off heirloom or favorite jewelry.

Halter neckline

This style shows off beautiful shoulders and well-toned arms.  It can make you look taller.  This style does not work well for the fuller figure.

Boat neck

If you have well-defined collarbone and beautiful neck this will show them off. This neckline is also good for narrower shoulders.  The boat neck will make broad shoulders and large busts look larger.

V-neckline

If you would like to show off a little cleavage this is your neckline.  But, if you are small busted this will emphasize that.

Sweetheart neckline

This style can be either sexy, if you are large busted or romantic if you are smaller busted.  Also a good foil
 for showing off your jewelry.

Veil and Accessories

It’s a good idea to buy your veil, shoes and other accessories at the same time so that everything works together .  If you are getting married during the spring, fall or winter include a warm wrap.  
When you buy your veil keep in mind whether you want to wear your hair up or down. 
These are standard veil lengths:  

 18" Shoulder
 22" Past-shoulder
 30" Elbow
 34" Past-Elbow
 42" Fingertip
65" Waltz 

75" Chapel
108” Cathedral


Veils can be left plain or trimmed with organza, or satin ribbon or lace. Some are quite elaborate with lots of embroidery and appliquéd lace but the simple ones are just as beautiful.  If you are having your veil custom-made you can be as creative as you like.

Shoes

Comfort is the most important thing to consider.  For one thing, if your gown is long they will barely be visible.  You will be walking quite a lot between your entrance and recessional then on to the reception site, walking around to see everyone, dancing and standing for several hours.  You do not want to have sore feet to contend with. 
For outdoor weddings you will be walking on uneven surfaces like grass, sand or gravel.  You will have more sure footing in moderate size heels.  If flats are more comfortable for you there are many beautiful satin ones with flowers, ribbons and other details that make them feminine and special.  Some brides keep flip-flops to put on as the evening wears on.  Not good for your first dance but will feel welcome later on.  Don’t be swayed by displays of sexy beautiful shoes with ultra high heels.  It’s hard to smile when your feet hurt.  Find shoes that will help you smile for the whole evening.

Hair and Make-up

Try out hair styles ahead of time.  Find the one that looks most like you.  Avoid extremes unless that’s your usual look.  If you normally go for dramatic then go for it.  Other than that just be you.  Complicated hair styles are difficult to maintain over time.  You don’t want to have to keep repairing your hair or having to think about checking it.  Simple and easy is the best way to go.  We have included a list of hairdressers that can dress your hair for that day.  This is not the time to get a new haircut or hairstyle.  Take a picture of what you have in mind to your appointment. 
Snap a picture of your completed hairdo so it can be recreated for your wedding.


In some cases the hairdresser will come to you. This may make things easier for you and your bridesmaids.  

In terms of make-up, you just want to enhance how you look—not change your look.  The most important thing about your wedding make-up is that it shows you at your best. Try for a natural look but not so pale that your features don’t show up. A really good make-up artist will see your best points and help emphasize them.  Be clear about what you like and don’t like so they will know how to proceed.  

Jewelry
Simple is best.  You might want to wear a piece of heirloom jewelry if you have it.  Otherwise, wear pearl, diamond, or delicate clusters of stone earrings and a simple necklace.  If your earrings are long and hanging, your necklace needs to be more simple.  If your necklace is more striking, your earrings need to be less complicated.  Your jewelry needs to set off the style of your dress and to enhance you.  It should not be the focal point.  Try your jewelry with your gown ahead of time.

Undergarments

Your dress will probably require a strapless bra or bustier.  You will want to try the one you are going to wear with your dress so the dress can be fitted properly.  You will need pantyhose and a panty of some type.  Try everything on with your dress so you can see if there are any lines visible   Make sure your pantyhose are comfortable since you’ll be in them for quite some time.  



Handkerchiefs

We always recommend that both the bride and groom carry a good cotton or linen handkerchief, one that is not decorative.  The ceremony is a very emotional time and both the bride and groom can tear up so keep them handy.

Bridesmaids and Maid of Honor

The bridesmaids’ style should compliment the bride’s dress.  The bride will choose the color to coordinate with her color scheme.  Usually, the maid of honor’s dress will be slightly different in color and design from the bridesmaids.  With regard to the design of the bridesmaids’ dresses the trend now is for the bride to choose the color but to let the bridesmaids choose the style, which is most flattering to their body type and their personality.  The length of all the dresses, however, should be the same.  If all of the bridesmaids are going to be wearing the same style the bride should take into consideration the different body types and make sure that the style will compliment each of the bridesmaids.

Flower Girl

The trend right now is for the flower girl to wear a variation of the bridesmaids’ dresses however, a communion-style or Easter dress is fine.
Groom and Groomsmen Attire

If the groom has his own tuxedo and the style fits with your wedding vision then he’s all set.  Otherwise, there are several good rental places in Charleston where the groom and groomsmen can all be fitted with tuxedos.

Tuxedo Styles

The groom and groomsmen can bring swatches of material from your gown and from the bridesmaids’ dresses because these colors can be used in neckties, vests or cummerbunds to help coordinate the wedding party. If the gown is ivory, the groom and the groomsmen should wear ivory shirts
Tuxedos come in a variety of fabrics and colors. Black is certainly the most popular however, dark brown and navy are alternative options. 

Tuxedos lapel styles
Notch: A triangular indentation is cut where the lapel joins the collar.

Peak: A broad v-shaped lapel that points up and out just below the collar line.

Shawl: A smooth, rounded lapel.

Alternatives to tuxedos

Dinner jacket 
A white or ivory dinner jacket, generally with a shawl lapel, is worn with black formal trousers. This is an ideal option for formal and semiformal evening weddings in the spring and summer months (or year-round in warmer climates). This is also a great choice for destination weddings.

White tie and tails 
This is the classic choice for the ultra-formal evening wedding. The tailcoat jacket is short in the front with two long back tails. A white pique (a waffle-textured fabric in cotton or cotton blend) front wing-collar shirt, tie and vest make up the rest of this ensemble. Tailcoats can be worn for formal daytime or evening weddings in black, gray, navy or burgundy with matching ties and cummerbunds.


Formal Shirts

While white and ivory are still the clear winners, black, burgundy and a variety of pastel colors are also popular. Your groom can also choose from a variety of striped shirts.

Traditionally formal shirts are made of cotton or cotton blends, however now there are several microfiber shirts available that are both comfortable and wrinkle-free.
The classic tuxedo shirt is white with buttons or stud closures. It may or may not have French cuffs and usually has ¼” or ½” pleats on either side of the buttons or studs. It comes in a variety of collars.

Shirt Collar Styles
Band collar: A collar that stands up around the neck and above the buttons. The entire length of the tie surrounding the neck is visible on this type of collar.

Wing collar: Similar to a band collar, but with two turned-down points in front that give it the appearance of a spread collar.


Spread collar: Similar to a man’s standard button-front shirt, it folds over and around the neck with a wide division between points in the front. The European look has a very wide spread collar.

Ties

Bow tie
A short tie shaped like a bow that can be worn with a wing or a spread collar this was the original tie worn with a formal shirt. A shirt’s wing collar can either be tucked behind the bow tie or worn facing out over the tie. They are available in a wide variety of widths, colors and patterns to match or coordinate with the vest or cummerbund. 

Four-in-hand tie
This is the traditional name for the type of necktie most men wear to work and it is becoming increasingly popular for formal attire. Like the bows, these ties come in a wide variety of styles.

Other Details

Cummerbund: A silk or satin sash worn at the waist, covering the trousers’ waistband. A cummerbund should be worn with the pleats facing up (remember it was once called a “crumb catcher”). Generally, the cummerbund matches the tie’s color and fabric.

Vest: The vest is today’s most popular choice and is worn in place of a cummerbund to cover the trouser waistband. They come in a variety of button styles, with lapels or without. Some are adjustable at the neck and waist with an open back, while others have a fully covered back. If your groom might remove his jacket during the reception, he should opt for a full-back vest. Vests are worn with a matching or coordinating tie (bow or four-in-hand). They are available in a wide variety of fabrics and colors.

Pocket square: A small pocket-handkerchief tucked into the left breast pocket worn by groomsmen instead of a boutonnière.

Cuff links: Used to fasten French cuffs.

Studs: Jewelry similar to the cuff links that are used to close the front of a formal tuxedo shirt, which traditionally does not have buttons down the front. Studs usually come in sets of three or four.

Suspenders: Worn with a cummerbund (but never with a vest). They can coordinate, in color or pattern, with the cummerbund. They are available with a clip or leather fastener.

Shoes: Tuxedo shoes generally have a very high sheen, and are often made of patent leather.

Informal shoes: Black, brown or cream shoes to coordinate with trousers and shirt.  Beach weddings often have everyone wearing matching flip-flops.

Informal Attire

When deciding on your groom’s attire for a beach wedding, the precise location of the wedding is a real consideration. Will you actually be on the beach or near a beach? If you decide to have your ceremony right on the beach the groom and groomsmen can be more informal and wear a shirt with the top button unbuttoned. A comfortable and cool look is black trousers and a white linen shirt or he can try a white linen shirt with either navy or khaki trousers. 

If you’re outside, but not right on the beach, consider a blue blazer with trousers in a
color ranging from cream to light brown and a crisp white shirt with an understated tie. If
your wedding is indoors in a beach town your groom’s attire can run the gamut from 
blazer to tux.




Choose a look that is simple and subtle, that will look just as good when you view your wedding pictures several years from now.



















Ring Bearer

The ring bearer will wear a version of whatever the groomsmen wear.

Chapter X  Stationery: Invitations, Save the Date and Thank You Cards
There are several types of stationery that you will need for your wedding: save the date cards, wedding invitations with reply cards and inner envelopes, place cards and thank you cards.  You might also want to order additional items such as programs for your ceremony, menus for your reception, an activities menu for out of town guests, napkins with your initials, books of matches, paper favor holders, etc.  It’s usually a good idea to order these all at once.  You do not have to have everything matching however you might want to carry a theme throughout all of your stationery.  For instance the save the date cards might be in a different but complimentary color but still have the same design as your invitations.  The same can be true of your place cards and thank you cards.

One of our brides selected very dramatic coral and turquoise colors for her wedding décor and stationery. The schedule of activities for guests was on cream-colored paper with coral and turquoise motifs.  The save the date card was coral with gold, her wedding invitation was turquoise with gold and on all of them were variations of coral branches.   All of your stationery items should reflect the general theme and feeling of your wedding.  

For a beach wedding, stationery can be more playful and colorful.  A formal wedding needs a more formal and elegant design.  Remember, this is the first contact your guests are going to have with your wedding.  Set the stage the way you want it.  
Go to several stationery stores and look online to see what’s available.  You can also  have your stationery custom-made.  But spend some time looking at the designs and colors and see what works best for your wedding vision.   

Save The Date Cards

Since save the date cards are used as a preliminary invitation to your wedding, they should be sent at least four to six months ahead of time, which is about two to four months before your wedding invitations are sent.  Save the dates are not necessary, but are especially important if many of your friends and family will have to travel to your wedding location or if your wedding date falls on or around any holidays. 
This will allow guests time to arrange time off from work or make hotel and airfare reservations or hire babysitters, etc.  This also lets guests in on the excitement of your wedding and gets them looking forward to your day even more. People who have been to Charleston before will look forward to renewing their acquaintance with it.  Those who have never been here will be excited to visit such a talked about and celebrated city.


Save the date cards can be mailed up to one year ahead if you have guests that will be traveling a great distance. The cards should mention that an invitation will follow. You can keep the wording very simple.  Include your names, the wedding date and its location.  Save the date cards can match or coordinate with your invitations.  

Your Wedding Invitations

As you go through the process of choosing your invitations refer back to your wedding vision and look over the clippings you’ve saved to help simplify your decision. Take into consideration how formal or informal your wedding is to be, the number of guests, the personal style of you and your fiancé and your budget for stationery. Remember, your theme and special colors are what will be used throughout your wedding. You might want to match your invitations to your dress color or add interest by using ink the color of your bridesmaids’ dresses or the décor colors. 

As you look over invitation samples remember that you must also include reply cards and envelopes and extras such as direction cards and activity schedules in the price. Also, remember mailing costs.  Some very large invitations require extra postage so be sure to figure that into your total.  Be committed to sticking to your budget so that you will have the money you need for essential items.

Even if you know the exact number of invitations you will need, it is always safe to order a few extra. Invitations are usually sold in quantities of twenty or twenty-five so take that into consideration when ordering. If you ordered 125 and you have 122 invitations to send, three extra might not be enough of a cushion. If any are sent back to you with the wrong address, if you add someone to the list last minute, if you or your family would like some for scrapbooks you will be glad to have a few more on hand. 

It is wise to order extra envelopes in case there are any mistakes made when printing or writing the names and addresses. 

Married couples and families only need one invitation. If there is a child over eighteen living at home with their family, you can either include their name on the outer envelope or to send them their own invitation. If you have several friends living in the same house together, it is customary to send each of them an invitation.

Addressing your invitations

Outer envelope: Mr. and Mrs. Jonathan Kemper

Inner envelope, formal: Mr. and Mrs. Kemper

Inner envelope, informal: Suzette and Jonathan

Married couple with children under eighteen: 

Outer envelope Mr. and Mrs. Steven Jones and Susan

Inner envelope: Mr. and Mrs. Jones, Susan

Inner envelope, informal: Steven, Harriet, and Susan

Single woman: 

Outer envelope: Miss Sarah Evans

Inner envelope: Miss Sarah Evans and Peter Jones (note: it’s better to find out the name of a single’s date rather than saying, “and guest”)

Inner envelope, informal: Sarah and Peter

Unmarried couple:

Outer envelope: Miss Tanya Petrie and Mr. Ross Kramer

Inner envelope: Miss Petrie and Mr. Kramer

Inner envelope, informal: Tanya and Ross

Return address 

The return address is printed on the envelope flap and should be the address of those hosting the event. If it’s the bride’s parents, then it should be the bride’s parents’ address.  Names are not commonly used with a formal return address. Remember, guests who are unable to attend or who wish to send their gift before or after your wedding date will use this address to send packages. 

Invitations should be ordered well in advance, up to three months, before you want to mail them and customarily they should be mailed eight weeks before the wedding. However, if you are having a destination wedding or many of your guests are from out of town then they should be mailed three months before your wedding.

The reason for ordering them so far in advance is that the printing takes time and if there is anything wrong with the proof it has to be corrected before the final printing.  You also need time to assemble them and address them. Some invitations require assembly so please read the information on each style invitation carefully so you will allow an adequate amount of time.

Significant time can be saved if you get your mailing list in good order. Allow more time if you plan to address them yourself.  If you are ordering from a high end shop they will often have someone on staff to address your invitations or you may hire a calligrapher to 

do it for you.

Place Cards

Place cards and a seating chart will make your reception so much smoother because everyone will know where they will be seated.  This way everyone knows that they have a place and they won’t have to worry if they want to stop and chat along the way.


If your wedding is small, you may not need to use place cards. But some couples are very clear about where they want their guests to sit and may want to use place cards even with a smaller number of guests. Or, you may choose to have place cards for the bridal table and allow the other guests to seat themselves.

Here are some options:
Place cards: These tented cards can be used alone or with escort cards. Displayed near the entrance of the reception in alphabetical order, they usually include the guest’s name and table number. Once at the table, guests usually select their own seats.

Escort cards: Used in the most formal seating plans, escort cards usually contain the guest’s name on the outer envelope, and their table number on the card inside. Place cards await guests at each table, designating their seats.

The seating chart: Usually displayed alphabetically in a pretty frame near the entrance of the reception, seating charts are lists of guests’ names with their designated tables. Additional place cards may be used at each table to designate 
assigned seats.

Guest Books

A guest book is a wonderful way for people to express their good wishes to you. It is usually set up at the entrance to your ceremony, your reception or both. It will bring back great memories of your wedding as you and your husband look over what each guest wrote.  The guest book can be as elaborate as you choose with handmade paper, beautiful background designs and anything you could possibly imagine.  
The book is left open with a pen placed on the page inviting guests to sign.  The cover of the book can match your décor or your wedding dress.  They can be fabric or lace covered, leather covered or just about anything you could desire.  
Guest book variations

There are several variations on the wedding guest book that you might also want to consider:  

Ceramic guest book platter:  A hand painted, personalized platter comes with a special ceramic marker with which guests can sign.  After your wedding just fire the platter in your home oven. 

Stainless steel engraveable wedding platters: Round, oval, rectangular or square in shape, they come with a diamond-tipped scribe pen. Guests can inscribe their best wishes as easily as if writing with an ordinary pen.

Matted photo: An oversized matt surrounds a photo of you and your fiance which guests sign.  You can later have it framed.
Thank You Cards

Personal thank you cards are the only appropriate way to thank your guests for sharing your special day with you. Even if you thank someone in person, a thank you card is still necessary to make sure your sincere appreciation is expressed. 

Thank you do's and don'ts


Do not use preprinted thank you cards.  A warm personalized, handwritten note, 
Regardless of how brief, tells the guest how much you appreciated the gift.  Be sure to 
send thank you notes to friends and relatives who arranged showers and parties for you. 

When you receive more than one gift from someone, each gift must be recognized with 
its own thank you card.  If you receive a shower gift from a friend or relative and then, 
three weeks later, receive a wedding gift from the same person, it is not appropriate to 
thank them in one card.  Shower gifts should be acknowledged within ten days of the
party and wedding gifts within two weeks after returning from the honeymoon. Wedding 
gifts arriving in advance of the wedding, should be responded to immediately.

Be sure to put your new return address on all thank you cards. Your guests will 
appreciate having your current and correct address.

When writing to a close friend or relative:

It’s beautiful and we love it! Jack and I are so happy to have a gift with so much family history. Aunt Evie’s serving platter will be our most prized possession. We both thank you from the bottom of our hearts!

If less than ten people have bought a gift together, then a personal note to each must be written. If more than ten have participated and signed the enclosure card, such as in the case of coworkers in the same office, one note is considered proper etiquette. Be sure to speak to each person individually as the opportunity arises and express your gratitude.
 
When writing a thank you note for a gift not really cared for:
 
Dear Lindsey and Pete,
 
Thank you so much for the shoe polishing machine.  We’ll be sure you’re among our first guests to visit, so come and shine those shoes!  Looking forward to seeing you soon.

When writing a thank you note for monetary gifts:
 
Appreciation for monetary gifts is expressed in the same way you would thank a friend or loved one for a purchased item.  If you have a particular item you intend to buy with the money, you can share that with them.

Jack and I want to thank you so much for your check.  We have been saving for a down payment on our first home and have added your gift to our special account.  It was so thoughtful of you. Soon we will be inviting you to our housewarming!

Wedding Ceremony Programs

Wedding ceremony programs provide useful information to help your guests follow the proceedings, and they also make nice mementos from your big day.  They can be as simple as a homemade one-page leaflet or as elaborate as a custom-ordered bound booklet. They are sometimes put in a basket at the ceremony entrance but we’ve noticed that guests seldom pick them up.  It’s best if you ask a friend or family member to hand them out to your guests.  

 Wedding programs are in three parts:

  1) Introduction

  2) Order of the ceremony

  3) Names of the wedding party


The front page or cover will have: full names of the bride and groom, wedding date and

location.


The ceremony program lets guests know what to expect from the processional all the way 
to recessional.   It can include special readings and poems.


Lastly the names of the wedding party and their relation to the couple (i.e. Mother of the
Bride, Best Man), your officiant and ceremony musicians also appear in this section.     
Deceased family members can be remembered as well.

Ceremony programs can reflect the theme and colors of your wedding.  Because we have really hot weather here in Charleston from late spring to late fall many couples choose to have fans made with the wedding program on them so that guests have a memento but also can get cooled off at the same time.

Wedding Reception Menus

When your guests sit down to dinner at your wedding reception, they should be presented with a menu. If you are having a buffet-style dinner, a menu is not as necessary, but you may still want to offer a listing of the buffet choices and beverages that are offered. Also, at a buffet it is a nice touch to have a card saying what each dish is so people are not left guessing.  Having a wedding menu card at the table also becomes a decorative element, and is another opportunity to carry out your wedding vision and theme.

It’s likely that you won’t have your food choices decided on yet when you’re ordering invitations, so it’s difficult to think about ordering menus at the time. Making the wedding menu cards yourself is a breeze if you decide you’d like to do that. If you are not interested in making them your stationery store will make them for you and have the calligrapher write them out so they look as elegant as your table.  The color and ink color of your menu cards can echo that of your invitations and incorporate your décor colors.

On the top of the menu card, you and your new husband’s names are generally printed in large lettering. Under the names, you can print the date, and then, simply, “Wedding Menu.”  List your 
courses starting with the appetizer, the salad, main course and dessert. A note of what beverages are offered, and whether there is a host or no-host bar, may be added either before or after the course list.

Chapter XI  Wedding Planners

Weddings are such a large undertaking that we suggest hiring a wedding planner.  Please do not underestimate how much time it takes to research and meet with multiple vendors, find availability of venues and plan all of the details.  Wedding planners can work with you several different ways depending on your specific needs.



Full Service Wedding Planners
This type of planner makes your wedding vision real.  They assist you in selecting appropriate vendors, help keep you within your budget and keep you organized.  Because they know the cost of services, they will either suggest options for vendors or they will choose and hire them directly.  They will help arrange hotels and transportation and think of all of the details that you might miss.  A full-service wedding planner will be there the day of your wedding orchestrating all of the vendors and making sure everything that you planned is happening.  Their services should include set up and break down of your reception.  They will take care of creating the itinerary for all of the vendors and also for your wedding party.  This type of service is the most complete and comprehensive which takes most of the burden of planning off of you.
This type of planner may charge either a flat fee or ten to twenty percent of your wedding budget.  A few wedding planners may charge a higher percentage or may have a minimum budget requirement in order to work with you.  
Other Types of Wedding Planners
Wedding consultant
This type of wedding planner is hired for specific tasks or to fill in the gaps.  You can use them as a resource to find vendors, to help draft your itinerary or just to turn to when you have a question.  This is a good option if you have a limited budget and still want someone to help you stay organized.  They will ensure that you haven’t overlooked any important details.  The fees may include setup and/or breakdown. You can customize their services to fit your needs and only pay for the time that you use.  They may charge a flat fee or an hourly rate.
Setup, breakdown and day of direction
Hire this type of wedding planner if you are planning your wedding by yourself.  They will follow your itinerary and make sure that everything is taken care of.  They will setup, breakdown, direct vendors and the wedding party, and orchestrate the flow of the whole day. The cost of this service will depend on the number of hours and the number of staff they use to set up and break down.  
Set up and break down only
This type of wedding planner is perfect if you are planning the wedding yourself and just want someone to set up and break down. They will set up your table decorations, hang lights or lanterns, decorate, your cake and gift tables or whatever else you hire them to do.  At the end of the reception they will also break everything down.  The fees for this service will be $750 or more.

Before hiring a wedding planner


 speak to at least two of their prior clients to make sure that they were satisfied with the planner’s performance.  Wedding planners are in charge of your whole wedding so you want to make sure that they can and will deliver on what you have hired them to do.  Your job is to be honest about the amount that you really have to spend.



Get everything in writing and document all of your meetings and conversations. Keep all email correspondence or notes to refer to in case there is confusion.

Chapter XII Planning Without a Wedding Planner


If you are going to plan your wedding day without a wedding planner there are many things that you need to know.  We have provided a complete list of steps that you will need to take to make your wedding happen.  The list is found at the end of this chapter.  Each item on the list has a corresponding chapter in the book dedicated to it.  An example would be item number 14 on the list which deals with choosing a florist.  You would then refer to Chapter 17 on florists for complete information and worksheets.
As the planner 
you are going to be responsible for the timeline and for organizing everything that has to be done. You are going to have to be very organized, meticulous with documentation and focused on the details.
Things to consider:
Find caterers who will handle the rentals and bar for you.  They can order all of the tables, chairs, linens, silverware, and dishes that you will need which will eliminate the need for you to coordinate a major part of your wedding.   
Find florists who will design and provide the décor for you as well as the flowers.  Even if you are making decorations or supplying some of the décor, ask the florist to include setting it up in their price.  
If your caterer or florist doesn’t provide set up and breakdown of your reception make sure to assign a friend or family member to take care of it.  Review the venue’s policy on what time you have to leave, what can be left there and what has to be removed immediately after your reception.


Assign someone to pay the vendors for you at the end of the night.  Give someone responsible the pre-written checks or envelopes labeled for the vendors.  
You have to write the itinerary for your vendors and wedding party.  We will guide you through this process in Chapter 24 Day Of. 

You will need to ask a family member or friend to gather items used at or during your reception that need to be returned to your home or rental company. 

It will be up to you to confirm all appointments and to follow up on all details. 

Be sure to confirm all vendors three months before your wedding, one month before, and two weeks before.  Confirm their time of arrival, time of departure, the balance due and the exact services they will be providing.
This bears repeating.  Get everything in writing and document all phone calls and conversations. Keep all email correspondence in case there is a discrepancy with a vendor either before or after the wedding.  If everything is documented you will have a clear record of what you told your vendors and what your vendor told and promised you.

Chapter XIII The Ceremony

Ceremony Venue

Indoors:  Church, plantation house, historical building, club or private home.  For these types of venues you need to think about whether you need to rent chairs, an arch or chupa, standing candelabras, urns with greenery or flowers, sprays for the altar area, pew markers, sprays or wreaths for the door, etc.  Some of the churches and historical buildings in Charleston are so elaborate that they do not need much additional decoration.  Make sure that the venue you choose really suits the number of guests and the amount of people in your wedding party.   For instance, in the Summerall Chapel at the Citadel, even with one hundred and fifty guests the chapel still looks empty.  So this kind of venue is better for very large weddings.
Outdoors:  Lawn of a plantation house, river or marsh view, county or city parks.  Because it is out of doors you will need to bring everything to the site.  You will need to rent chairs, a table for a unity candle or sand ceremony, arch or chupa, tents, and all of the decorations including standing candelabras, urns with greenery or flowers, aisle markers, etc.  If it is really hot you will need to rent a tent to keep the sun off of your guests and fans or misting fans.  You will also need to do something to keep the bugs under control.  There are portable misting systems and sprays to control bugs but you need to talk to the contact person at your venue to see what they provide.
Because we often have brief rain showers you might want to reserve a tent just in case or make alternative plans for the location of your ceremony.  There is a company that will allow you to reserve a tent in case of rain.  They will set it up with very minimum notice.  This is worth considering.
Beach:  This is a very special case and takes a bit of additional planning.  Each beach area has different rules about what you can and can not do.  Whichever beach you choose there are some things in common that you need to address.  You will always have to check the tide chart to see how much of the beach will be available at the time you have chosen for your ceremony.  Please check www.sciway.net/weather/tides.html for the tide tables.  
Because of the wind you will have to think carefully about the length of your veil and how to secure your hairdo and your decorations.  You will probably need to use a microphone so the officiant can be heard.  Also you will need to find out whether your ceremony musicians will play on the beach.  In addition, because of the sand you will have to make sure that your shoes and those of your wedding party are appropriate.  If you have elderly or infirm guests they will need to be escorted across the sand.  During the day the sun is extremely hot in the spring and summer months so it would be better to hold your ceremony in the early evening in consideration of your wedding party and your guests.  Also, think about whether you want chairs on the beach or want to have your guests standing in a semi-circle around you.

Some thoughtful ideas for your guests that we have seen:

-a metal container filled with ice and water bottles for your guests at the entrance to the ceremony area so guests can pick up some water on their way to their seat.
-a bucket with flip flops for guests to put on and walk over the sand.

-outside of the beach area, a bucket with large paint brushes so that they can brush off the sand before they put on their shoes.

At the end of this chapter there is a list of what each beach will or will not allow for a wedding ceremony.




The Ceremony Itself

The ceremony is the most personal part of your wedding day.  It should be a reflection of you and your fiancé and contain the words and feelings that have significance to you as a couple.  It is the moment of the beginning of your marriage, your lifetime commitment to one another. It is a public declaration that you have chosen one another to create a family unit. Each part of the ceremony has significance which begins with the way the bride walks to her groom and the manner in which her groom receives her.  The giving away of the bride by her father, mother and father or other person important in her life symbolizes that she is leaving her old life and entering into a new life with her husband.

The ceremony itself is very short, about twelve to fifteen minutes. 
You, of course, can add music, readings, additional things such as a Sand Ceremony,
 a Unity Candle, a Honey Ceremony
, or anything else you think of or is a part of your religious traditions.  These additions will extend the time of your ceremony.  However, it is fairly brief with the rest of the day or evening devoted to the celebration of your marriage at your reception.

Events preceding the ceremony

There are also things that precede the ceremony itself but are considered a part of it. Such as the seating of the grandmothers and mothers, the entrance of the groom, groomsmen and the officiant, the entrance of the bridesmaids and the maid of honor, the ring bearer, the flower girl and finally the bride with her father.

Seating of guests and relatives

During the seating process there is music playing. General seating of your guests and relatives comes first and will start about fifteen minutes before the ceremony although your ushers should be ready about thirty minutes prior to the ceremony. The first row on each side is reserved for parents, grandparents and stepparents.  Traditionally, the bride’s family and friends are seated on the left and the groom’s on the right. The rows are usually marked with flowers and ribbons so that other guests will know they are reserved. The ushers or your wedding planner can signal the guests when to take their seats.   Readers or singers should be seated on the outside of the row so they can easily walk to the ceremony area to perform.

The grandmothers are usually seated by a groomsman or an usher with the grandfather walking behind them.  The groom’s grandmother walks in first then the bride’s grandmother.  Each grandmother is walked separately and is seated before the next grandmother walks in.  Then each mother, starting with the groom’s mother, is walked in by an usher or a groomsman and is followed by her husband.  In the case of the bride’s mother, she is ushered in by an usher or groomsman without her husband since the bride’s father is walking the bride in.
The bride’s father will walk the bride except in a Jewish wedding where both the mother and father walk the bride in.  Even in other religions, we have seen both parents walk the bride in.  There needs to be an empty seat left in the first row on the left for the father of the bride or the bride’s parents to sit after they walk her in and give her a way.

Seating of stepmothers

If you have a stepmother and there is a cordial relationship between family members she can also be seated in the front row by an usher or groomsman.  In that case, she will be the first mother to be seated.  If there is friction within the family, such as a remarriage of parents, then the new partner can be seated in the second row or wherever feels best to everyone and will not be escorted in. Then the order would be: the seating of the groom’s stepmother, the seating of the bride’s stepmother, the seating of the groom’s mother and the seating of the bride’s mother.
The music

There is music for the seating of the guests then the music changes for the seating of the grandmothers and mothers.  The next change is when the groomsmen, groom and officiant walk in.  The music can either change for the entrance of the attendants, maid of honor, flower girl and ring bearer or be the same.  Then your processional song plays as you walk in with your father.  
Entrance of your officiant, groom and groomsmen

After the seating of the mothers is completed,
 the groomsmen, groom and officiant walk in a single file all at once and at a steady pace.  The groom and groomsmen will be standing on the left side of the officiant but from the guests’ point of view they will be standing on the right side of the officiant.  The groomsman who will be standing furthest away from the groom goes first and stands at the furthest point.  This continues until the best man and the groom are in place.  Sometimes the officiant is already in place before the groomsmen and groom walk in.  The best man should be close enough to the groom so that when the minister asks for the rings he can easily reach and place them on the officiant’s book for the blessing of the rings.  The groom and the groomsmen do not walk down the center aisle because this is reserved for you, the bride, so they walk down a side aisle closest to the right side.
Entrance of your bridesmaids, maid of honor or matron of honor
As with the groomsmen, your first bridesmaid down the aisle will be the one standing furthest away from where you will stand.  As opposed to the groomsmen your bridesmaids will walk singly at a leisurely pace to the left side as they approach the officiant.  The next bridesmaid does not start down the center aisle until the first one is almost in place.  At this point the suspense is building toward your entrance.  Your maid or matron of honor is the last attendant to walk down. 

Entrance of your flower girl and ring bearer

After your maid or matron of honor arrives where your other attendants are standing, the ring bearer should start walking down the aisle. Since this is a young child they will not have the real rings on their pillow but will have symbolic rings tied on. We advise having them sit in the front row next to a relative during the ceremony however if they are older they can stand next to the best man.

Once the ring bearer is at the front of the ceremony location the flower girl can start walking down the aisle.  If they are young they can sit in the front row next to a relative but if they are older they can stand next to the maid or matron of honor.

Your entrance
Once the flower girl finishes walking down the aisle your processional music begins to play and the officiant asks the guests to stand for you.  This is the moment everyone has been waiting for.  You take your father’s left arm with your right arm, so you will be standing to his left.  You should pause at the entrance to let everyone admire you and then walk slowly down the aisle towards your groom.  There is no pause in your walking just walk as you normally would only slower.  As you and your father stand in front of the officiant the officiant will ask “Who gives this woman in marriage?”  The father’s answer usually is, “Her mother and I do.”  Your father usually kisses and hugs you and shakes the groom’s hand. At this point you give your bouquet to your maid or matron of honor.  Then you stand facing your groom in front of the officiant.  The guests are then asked to be seated. 

Your recessional
At the end of the ceremony, after the officiant introduces you as the newly married couple the music begins and you take back your bouquet from your maid or matron of honor.  You take your new husband’s arm and walk back down the aisle.  When you have completed your walk down the entire aisle the matron of honor and the best man link arms and walk out followed closely by the rest of the groomsmen and the bridesmaids linking arms and walking out, then the flower girl and ring bearer walk out together if they have been standing up with you. 

The mothers and fathers walk out as couples together.  The grandmothers and grandfathers can then walk out as couples together.  If there is only one grandfather and two grandmothers, he can link arms with both and escort them out together.  Then the officiant leaves followed by the rest of the guests.
Immediately after everyone has recessed the officiant has you and your groom sign the license.  There are three copies in South Carolina and each one has to be signed by you, your groom and the officiant.  No witnesses are necessary.  You are given your copy and the officiant will file the other two with the State of South Carolina.





The Order of the Ceremony  

The ceremony has a specific form which will vary according to your religious affiliation.  You and your groom may share a religion or you may be from very different religious backgrounds.   You can ask your officiant to include elements from both your religious traditions. If you would like a ceremony that is spiritual and not religious a non-denominational minister would be best since they do not have to follow any particular religion.  As long a minister is ordained, he or she can marry you in South Carolina. It is also legal to be married by a notary public.

There is only one officiant in Charleston that will create a unique ceremony which includes how you met, your story and what’s important to you as a couple, however, some other officiants will let you choose elements from several set ceremonies which can be combined however you wish.

Below is the general form of the ceremony: 

The opening is where the family and guests are welcomed by you and your groom through the officiant. Something is usually mentioned about how you and your groom met and chose one another and came to this decision to marry. This can be light and amusing or more romantic depending on your style. If family members are deceased they can also be mentioned here and included in the day. 

The opening prayer brings everyone together in remembering the sacredness of the event.  If you and your fiancé are not religious you may use poems, song lyrics as well passages.  It can be whatever you choose
.

Definition of marriage states how you and your groom view your commitment together.  It reminds you that the sustaining of your marriage is a shared task and delight.

The marriage prayer brings blessings upon you as a married couple.  Again, this can be either spiritual or religious depending upon you and your groom.

Unity candle, sand ceremony and other ceremonies are a symbol of the uniting of you and your groom, your two backgrounds, your life experiences and your two families.  It sets the scene for your vows.  Often, music is played during these ceremonies.
Vows can be repeated after the officiant by you and your groom or the officiant can say them and you and your groom only say “I do.”  Your vows can be traditional or they can be written especially for you. Since your wedding ceremony is very emotional it is hard to remember anything so you should not try to memorize your vows.  Your groom will say his vows first signifying that it was he who wanted and pursued you.  It shows that you are desired and chosen.











The blessing of the rings reinforces that the rings are a symbol of your commitment and your union.  The best man usually places them on the book the officiant is carrying for the blessing.

The exchange of rings happens when your groom takes your ring and starts placing it on your finger while repeating the words after the officiant.  You then take your groom’s ring and do the same.  Again, your groom goes first to demonstrate how much he desires you.

The final blessing is usually focused on you and your groom sustaining your marriage over time with wishes of joy, long life and abundance.

The declaration of marriage is the statement that your marriage has now taken place and is valid. 

The introduction of the newlyweds is the first time that you and your groom are introduced as “Mr. and Mrs.” unless you have chosen to keep your own name and then you will be introduced as “the newly married couple”.

The signing of the license is what makes it all legal.  There are three copies all of which have to be individually signed.  The officiant will also sign all three copies, give you and your groom your copy and file the other two with the state.  


We have included a sample custom wedding ceremony that Rev. Dianne Shaver wrote and performed.   
Opening

Kristen and Michael wanted me to welcome all of you and to tell you how important each of you is to this their wedding day.  For both of them, family and friends are treasures that enrich their lives.  All of you here are those treasures.  There are two special ones, however, that are with us in spirit today, Patricia dear friend and Christopher, Michael’s uncle.  They are lovingly included here. 

All love stories are beautiful because love is so special.  However, there are some love stories that are truly magical and Kristen and Michael’s is such a story.  When two people are supposed to be together the Universe finds instruments and occasions to make it happen.  In this case, it was changing schedules and having a person act as an angel in introducing them.  Once they met, it was clear to both of them that this was the kind of relationship that each had been longing for.

Including Children in the Ceremony

There are many couples that are combining families as well as getting married.  We have been asked many times if young children could be included in the ceremony and how they could be included.   If you have children and you feel that you are creating a family as well as marrying, you can have vows that include a commitment to all of your children and to your new family.  These vows come after the vows between you and your groom.  You and your groom each commits to being a good parent to your combined child/children and to be there to guide them throughout their life.  You may also want to do this symbolically by giving a medallion or something to the children in their part of the ceremony. Another option is having the officiant ask the children to come up and stand with you while they say a blessing over the entire family. 

One four-year-old child asked his grandmother to please buy a ring that he could give to his mother so she would know that he loved her!  Children are very aware of what’s going on and love being included in the ceremony when it is appropriate. 
  


The Rehearsal

This usually takes place the day before in the same location and at approximately the same time as your wedding.  Only the wedding party needs to be there plus parents if they choose.  At the rehearsal your wedding planner or your officiant will show you where and when the groom and groomsmen enter, where your attendants enter and when and where you will enter with your father, and where you will stand for the ceremony. They will also help you with planning the seating of the grandmothers, the mothers and special guests.  Entrances of the wedding party will be rehearsed a few times until everyone feels confident.  They will run through any additional ceremonies, such as the sand ceremony, so on your wedding day there are no glitches and no worries.

It is usual to invite the officiant to the rehearsal dinner where they can meet your family and spend some more time getting to know them and to know you and your fiancé in a different setting. You may also invite them to the reception if you feel they are an important part of your wedding.  


How to Choose an Officiant
If you belong to a church, your priest or minister might travel with you to your wedding destination or might recommend a church here in Charleston.  If you and your groom are Catholics but are divorced or you are of different faiths or you prefer a spiritual ceremony, a non-denominational minister will work well for you.  You can also be married in a civil ceremony by a notary public.  
 

As with all of the vendors for your wedding you want to interview your officiant and get to know them and how they approach the ceremony. If it is important to you that your ceremony be unique and personal you’ll want to know if the officiant will write a ceremony specifically for you and your fiancé.  If they use the same kind of ceremony for everyone they might not be what you are looking for.  However, if this is not important, you can ask what their standard ceremony is like and suggest some changes to include specific passages that have meaning for you.  
By marrying, you are doing a beautiful and meaningful thing and it will bring up strong emotions in you and your fiancé so you want an officiant that can keep you on track and sooth your nerves throughout the ceremony.  They are your anchor.

The City of Isle of Palms does not allow business to take place on the beach. This means that professional photography is prohibited nor can rental companies place rented chairs out for you.  Make sure that any music you play must be kept to a level so it doesn’t disturb anyone else on the beach or living on the beach. The city also suggests that you inform the Police Department (843) 886-6522 the day of your wedding in case they receive any complaints.  Remember to remind your guests that all four tires are completely off of the roadway when they are parking.  Also, if you are having your wedding within the City of Isle of Palms make sure that all of the vendors that you are using have an Isle of Palms business license and adhere to the islands hospitality tax ordinance.   Your minister does not need to have a IOP business license.

Chapter XIV The Reception

Reception Venue

Your reception includes planning and organizing the following details: the food, the bar, décor, flowers, music, transportation and the itineraries.  It is
 often the most anticipated part of your wedding.  When looking for a venue you need to keep in mind the kind of setting you want, the number of guests and your budget.  In Charleston, you have a wide range of venues to choose from so we have given you a detailed list of venues at the end of this chapter. 

Make sure to ask about any restrictions on the use of the venue.  For instance, some venues do not allow open flames so candles can not be used.  Many venues have a preferred vendor list so you need to ask if you are required to use them.  Some venues have in-house caterers that you must use.  Availability and convenience of parking is something you need to think about before booking your reception site.  Downtown there is limited parking and at some of the plantations there is quite a walk from the parking lot.  In both cases, you might have your guests and wedding party park and use golf carts or trolleys to take them to your reception.
Outdoor receptions
For an outdoor reception site you will need to consider additional details such as: tents, alternative plans in the case of inclement weather, power sources for band and lights, restrooms, insects, and parking.  In case of rain, extreme heat or cold you will need to have tents and consider using tent sides, fans, misting fans, or heaters.  These are additional costs.  They can be ordered when you order the tent or several hours before your reception, if they are available, but you will pay a premium.   Therefore you might consider placing a hold on a tent if the weather looks iffy the day before.  
You should discuss all of these items with the venue contact person and all of the vendors that you have hired to make sure they have everything they need in order to deliver their services in the tent.

How your reception is laid out
There should be a sketch of the layout of the venue so you can see where your guest tables, head table, gift table, cake table, buffet tables, bars, dance floor, staging and band are going to be located.  This will also help you plan where you will enter your reception.  We also advise giving that sketch to all of your vendors so they know where they need to be.
Guest book table and gift table   
The guest book table is often at the entrance to the reception so guests can sign it as soon as they arrive.  Make sure it is off to the side so you don’t have a mass of people holding up the flow of traffic into your reception.  The gift table is usually near the entrance of your reception so your guests can just drop gifts off before entering.  You should have a central location for all of the cards and monetary gifts to be dropped into whether it be a wedding mailbox or some other creative holder which is placed on the gift table.  
The bridal table and guest tables 
If you are having a separate table, the bride and groom sit at the head table, which is usually the focal point of the room. It may be a long rectangular table or round table.  No matter which configuration you choose, the bridal table is usually decorated more elaborately so there is no mistake about who is to be seated there.  
When there is a head table the guests are usually seated at round tables which seat from eight to ten people.  Each table has a centerpiece or other décor.
If you are having a seated or plated dinner, sketch out the number of tables and how they will be set up for the reception.  Use the guest list and start writing the names of your guests where you would like them to sit.  You may need to have a seating chart, place cards and escort cards.  

If you are having a buffet or cocktail reception you will not need to put together a seating chart because only the wedding party will have assigned seating.  

A long banquet table for bridal couple and guests  
In this case everyone is seated at one long table.  The bride and groom are usually in the middle.  The décor goes the whole length of the table.  It is set with several centerpieces, candles and other decorative elements. The bride and groom’s chairs are usually decorated with flowers and ribbons.
Children’s table 

If you have several children at your wedding, seat them together at a separate kids’ table. If your flower girl and ring bearer are the only children present, seat them with their parents.  An alternative is to have the children taken care of by a babysitter at the reception or in a hotel room.

Bars
These should be located away from entrances and exits, food tables, cake table and the dance floor.  Since the bars are where people congregate you want them away from the flow of traffic.  There needs to be one bar for every seventy-five to one hundred guests. 
Buffet tables 
Because there will be lines of guests getting their food these tables need to be away from the general traffic.  They also need to be away from the dance floor. There should be one buffet setup for every seventy-five to one hundred guests.
Cake table
The cake is a focal point in the room so it should be set up where everyone can see it but away from the bars, the food tables and the dance floor.  The cake cutting set should be on the table.

Staging and dance floor

You will want to plan to have sufficient space for your dance floor and your band or DJ.    The location of your dance area will also depend on where the outlets are.   Dance floors come in different sizes so your guest count will determine what size you need.  For an outdoor reception you may have to rent a dance floor.  If hiring a band you will need to know if your band requires flooring or a stage setup.  
Reception Itinerary for Your Vendors
You will need to tell your reception vendors when you want them to arrive based on how much time they need for setup.  We have provided a Vendor Itinerary Worksheet.









Reception Itinerary
We suggest that you create a general outline for the flow of your reception.  If you have not hired a wedding planner assign a family member, the DJ or caterer to keep the reception running according to your itinerary.  The band, DJ, or wedding planner can make announcements to inform the guests about what is happening.  

The reception can include the following parts: announcing the wedding party and couple,

toasts to newlyweds, the first dance, blessing or invocation, bride and father 
dance, groom and mother dance, cake cutting ceremony, bouquet toss, garter 
toss and grand exit.

Keep in mind that if you want all of your guests to be at your reception for the cake cutting ceremony and the toasts, make sure to put them in the first half of the reception.  Also, take into consideration when you are creating your wedding itinerary if you have any older guests or people who have to travel long distances after the wedding they may leave early.   Plus, to keep your reception fun, try and schedule the parts of your wedding evenly throughout the evening.
Use what you like from the list below and create your reception timeline using the Reception Itinerary Worksheet. The itinerary is designed to make sure everything will happen.  

Cocktail hour

Cocktail hour can be the start of your reception while everyone awaits your arrival.  This part of the reception is a time where your guests are invited to have a drink and nibble on hors-d’oeuvres while music plays.  There should be music playing softly in the background as your guests talk and mingle.  During the cocktail hour, you and your husband may be taking pictures, signing the license or just stealing a few moments alone.  You do not want to keep the guests waiting for very long.  So remember the reception cannot start until you and your husband arrive. The cocktail music stops when you arrive and the DJ or band begins to play.
DJ/Band begin playing

You may decide to have the DJ or band start playing before you arrive, as you arrive or wait until you are announced.  Traditionally, the cocktail music will play until you arrive and are announced.  
Your arrival and the announcements
When you arrive at your reception you will have the DJ or band announce the members of the wedding party as they walk in and then have them announce you and your new husband.  
The first dance

After you make your grand entrance at the reception as a newly married couple the next activity will be your first dance.  However, we have seen some people have their first dance after they cut the cake.  The order of the reception is up to you.  Your first dance is very special and very romantic because this is the first time you are standing in front of everyone as a married couple.  All eyes are on you and your mate and you want to be confident so you can enjoy the experience.  Our recommendation is to take a few dance lessons of your favorite type of dance.  For example, if you and your fiance love salsa, then take a few salsa lessons.  With the popularity of Dancing with the Stars many couples are now having their first dance choreographed.  We have listed a dance studio where you can get instruction in any type of dance you would like from shag to waltz and everything in between. 
Fred Astaire Dance Studios of Charleston gave us some great ideas for your reception: 

· Learn a choreographed routine for your first dance as husband and wife.

· Learn a variety of social dances to have the most enjoyment out of your reception.
· Schedule group classes for the wedding party. 

· Choose dance lessons as a fun activity for your out of town guests.

· Surprise your wedding party, family and guests by having a private class taught at the reception or rehearsal dinner.
· Wow everyone by having a choreographed routine danced by the entire wedding party.

Bride/father dance

This is when you and your father will get a moment, after you have danced with your groom, to be together for the first with you as a married woman.  This is a very tender moment since you are all growing up and leaving home.
Groom/mother dance

This takes place after you and your father are finished dancing.  The groom gets a quiet moment with his mother.  
Guests’ first dance
Usually the guests are asked to join in at the very end of your groom’s dance with his mother or are asked to begin dancing to the next song.  The DJ or band should make the announcement to invite your guests to join in. 
Dinner announced/food served and benediction or blessing of food 

If you are having a buffet dinner or plated dinner, the DJ or band will announce that dinner is being served.  Either the food will be put onto the buffet tables or the guests will begin to take their seats before the food is served.  At that time, if your officiant or a minister is present, then a blessing may be given over the food.  During a seated dinner, music may be played in the background.
Toasts
During dinner or right before the cake cutting ceremony, the best man will usually toast you and your husband.  Sometimes guests will spontaneously stand and give toasts.  If there are certain people that you know will want to give a toast or that you would like to give a toast, pre-arrange this with them.
Cake cutting ceremony
The toasts usually come directly before you and your husband cut the cake and feed it to each other.   The guests will be served after you and your husband.  The caterer or venue staff should cut the rest of the cake for you and pass it or cut it and leave the plates on the table to allow the guests to help themselves.
Bouquet and garter toss

These occur when everyone is really relaxed and feeling good so they can join in the fun.  You will usually toss your bouquet or the reception bouquet to all of the single female guests.  Your groom will then remove your garter and toss it to the single male guests.  The man who catches the garter will place it on the woman who caught your bouquet.  

Last dance
This is your final dance at your reception and should be to your favorite music.  Occasionally, the band or DJ will announce that it is your last dance.

Couple’s grand exit

In most cases, the bride and groom leave before all of the guests.  You should have a mode of transportation waiting to take you to your wedding night hotel.  Many brides and grooms plan to have an exit that has the guests line the sidewalk holding sparklers, bubbles or releasing butterflies to provide a romantic backdrop to their exit.  Make sure to coordinate how guests will get the butterflies or sparklers for your exit.  Also plan to have a container to hold the hot sparklers or a container where you guests can through away the containers from your butterflies or bubbles after they are finished sending you and your groom off.
If you hired your photographer for a certain amount of hours you will need to plan a staged exit so that you can have pictures of you and your groom leaving the party.  Coordinate this with your DJ. 

Please remember to leave someone in charge after your exit if you don’t have a wedding planner just in case payments are due or a vendor has a question while breaking down the event.  
Also, don’t forget to have your wedding night bag and your honeymoon luggage put in the limo or put inside your hotel room prior to the wedding.

favors

Many couples give their guests a memento of their wedding.  A favor can be anything from sweets for the ride home such as benne wafers or chocolates to something to adorn their house like a palmetto rose.  It can be something useful like matches with the couple’s name and wedding date.  You are unlimited in your choices.

You might also consider giving a CD with a picture of you and your groom on the cover and a sample of your favorite songs as a favor for your guests.  
A unique and useful favor is a mosquito bracelet with the bride and groom’s name on it.  This will be very welcomed in many of the outdoor venues.

Guests’ departure

The DJ or band may announce their last song and thank the guests.  This will signal the guests that they are to leave soon thereafter.  If you have a strict time that you need to leave the reception venue you can always have your DJ or band mention that in a very nice way.

Chapter XV  Caterers

You should select a caterer based on the quality of the food and their flair for presentation.  Caterers are responsible for figuring out the amount of food you will need for the number of guests that you invite, helping you select a menu that fits in your budget, preparing the food, creating a presentation that will be part of your décor and serving it to your guests.  In some cases they will also provide the bar and bar service.  They may also provide or rent the tables, china, flatware and linens for you.  Ask for an itemized breakdown of their quote so you know exactly what they are providing and what you may have to rent.  Also discuss what they will setup and breakdown.    
Most caterers have a list of menu items along with pre-set menus such as a “Lowcountry Buffet” however they can also create a customized menu.  Remember to discuss what you are going to serve at your cocktail hour. As you talk to caterers your idea on what you want served will evolve so keep an open mind. Do not settle on a caterer unless you love everything about them, their presentation, their proposed menu and their price.  We suggest meeting with at least three different caterers just to make sure you are getting exactly what you want.  Get an itemized price quote from each of them to compare.  The prices that they quote you will be based on a per person price for each item that you select but some menu items such as a fruit and cheese display or crudite have a set price.
Once you select what you would like served at the reception, ask for a final quote and a tasting.  The tasting will help you know the exact quality of the food that they serve.  Also, ask for a picture of a similar setup so you can see how they displayed the food you requested.
Food

Food is the highlight of any reception and how it is served helps create the mood and style. The type of food and food service is directly affected by the number of guests, time of your reception and the type of venue.  
You can choose either a formal sit-down ”plated” meal, buffet style, barbecue, light hors d’ouvers
, dessert reception, or any combination of these. The food is a way to thank your guests for joining you and it can also add to your décor.  Below are the common ways food is presented.


Buffets and food stations

If you want to encourage people to move around and visit, buffets are great.   The food will be available to nibble on throughout the evening.  Any type of food can be served on a buffet.

A good buffet includes an action station. It is a table or section where the food is being freshly prepared and cooked or served to each guest by a “chef”.  They can serve anything from shrimp and grits, crab cakes, pasta to pork tenderloin and roast beef.  This is usually a fun element for your guests.  

Formal sit down 
In a formal dinner the food tends to be richer and there are several courses served.  The combinations of flavors can be more imaginative and complex and can be paired with wines.  The quality of service also enhances a formal sit down dinner and is an important part of the experience.  It is essential to select a caterer that can really deliver on the whole dining experience.  When planning your reception itinerary, you must understand that this kind of service takes more time.  Seated dinners can be wonderfully intimate and a great way to allow guests time to talk and to savor the food.  


Brunch reception

A brunch reception is held in late morning or early afternoon.  It can be a simple variety of eggs, fruit, meats, pancakes, breads and mimosas or it can be more elaborate with caviar blinis, smoked salmon and champagne.  It can be either seated or served buffet style.  
Hors-d’oeuvres reception

An hors d’oeuvres reception is held in between meal times such as 3pm.  The food may be passed by servers or placed on a buffet. This is another option if you are on a tight budget but you are still serving your guests quality food that is attractively presented.  Almost any kind of food can be made into an hors d’oeuvre.

Dessert reception

This type of reception offers guests a selection of cakes, cookies, cupcakes, bite-size desserts, chocolates, coffees, teas and fun drinks.  Because this is not seated your guests can walk around and mingle.  This type of reception works well if you are on a tight budget.  At the same time, you are giving your guests a fun experience.

Chapter XVI The Bar

This is a big budget item.  Costs for a full bar can start at seven dollars per person plus bar setups for a three to four hour period based on the entire number of guests.  Bartenders and the bar setups may be provided either by your caterer or bartending service.  A good bartending service will have different levels of packages which will include different labels of beer, wine and liquor.  If you want to serve specialty drinks discuss whether they will be passed or available only at the bars.  The bar service that you select should be able to provide enough bars and bartenders to handle the number of your guests. There should be at least one bar for every seventy-five to one hundred people.  Make sure they have insurance and employ well-trained, professional bartenders. Please remember to ask the bartending service provider for proof of insurance.  


The venue and the bartending service will suggest areas where the bars can be located. Since the bars are a popular place to congregate they will impede the flow of traffic, so keep them away from the food tables, entrances and exits and away from the cake table. 
You can locate a bar near the dance floor but not so near that people waiting for their drinks will get bumped into.  




Full or open bar

Full or open bar means that you make all combinations of alcohol available to your guests from wine, beer, and at least five types of liquors.   In this case, you pay for everyone’s drinks.  
You pay per person for usually a three to four hour time period, not per drink.   There also may be a flat rate charged for each bartender and for the bar setup.  A full bar setup includes the bar table, the linens, glasses, ice, and the mixers (i.e. soda, water, juices) for a set number of hours.   Be aware that if you go over the set number of hours for the bar, there will be an additional per person, per hour cost for the “overtime.”  There will also be an additional charge per bartender for any overtime.  Some bar services will allow tipping and some will not.  

You have to decide what combination of alcohol you want and then what “level” or labels you want served.  Premium bars can run $10 per person and up for top shelf liquors like Grey Goose or other high end brands.  You will have a choice of beers depending on what brands the bar service offers.  Like liquor, wines are usually grouped together in levels but you can always request that a certain label be served but you may pay extra for it.  The bar will usually serve one red and one white wine. 
You can also choose to have a signature or specialty drink served during the cocktail hour or all night.  These are often mixed drinks that are the favorite drinks of the bride or groom or a drink that features the colors of the reception.  For example, if your reception colors are mocha and tiffany blue you might want a Tiffany Blue Sapphire Martini that is passed or available at the bar.  For a signature or specialty drink, you may be charged a separate price per person in addition to the full bar price.  

Cash bar

This type of bar allows you to provide a variety of alcohol but each guest must pay for their drinks.  You will still have to pay a fee for the bartenders and actual bar setup but it will put the majority of the cost on your guests.

Hiring a bartending service but providing your own alcohol 

A few bar services will allow you to bring your own alcohol and they will provide the bar setups and the bartenders.  There will be a fee for the bar setups and the cost for the bartenders.  Also, you may be charged a corkage fee for opening bottles of wine.


Self service bar

This is the most inexpensive way to provide alcohol but we don’t suggest this method for several reasons:  there is no control over the amount anyone drinks and you assume the liability if something happens to someone who had too much to drink.  If you decide to go this route 
for your rehearsal dinner or your wedding you will have to remember to have a table for every fifty to seventy-five guests with cups, ice, water, sodas, juices, napkins, a garbage can, and whatever alcohol you prefer.  Make sure to have corkscrews for wine!

Chapter XVII Décor

The décor is what makes your wedding vision come alive. The two places for this to happen are the ceremony and the reception.  You express décor through flowers, fabrics, candles, table decorations, lighting, table linens, furniture groupings, wedding favors, menu cards and place cards.   Using all of these elements, you can create a whole world for you and your guests.  When your guests first see your decorated reception venue it should evoke a certain feeling in them and they should be transported to something outside of their ordinary experience.   
Décor Providers
The décor can be provided by wedding planners, florists and sometimes catering companies with special divisions.  There are also companies that only provide décor.  Rental companies are also resources for décor in that they provide tents, furniture, ottomans, tables, tent liners, china, silverware and linens. 
Let your fantasy take over and create something wonderful with your decor.  Bring your ideas to your wedding planner or whomever will be providing the decor and have them flesh the idea out with you.  Have them show you what they have created before as a starting point in your discussion.  Go over all of the details from pew markers to the table decorations. Do not assume that you understand what they are talking about.  Have them show you exactly what they mean.  Words are funny things and they can mean very different things to different people.  So make sure to see a sketch, a picture or have them put a demo together so you can see what they have in mind. 

Décor for Your Ceremony
Your décor sets off the area where the ceremony will take place and creates a sense of occasion.  Below are some of the elements to get you to start thinking about what you would like.

Walkway decorations 
You can begin setting the scene by having candles in glass hurricanes 
lining the walkway going up to the where the officiant is standing or have large shells outlining the walk.  Aisle runners also mark the walkway but can be very tricky to walk on and often don’t stay put, so we do not recommend them unless they are heavy rugs.  Another option is for the aisle to be strewn with rose petals of varying colors even before the flower girl makes her walk.  If you do that its best to use a lot of petals because some will blow away and the more petals you have the easier it is for them to clump together and stay put.  
Altar decorations  
You can choose a chupah
 with flowing panels or an arch laced with flowers and vines.  On either side of where you and your groom stand, you can have large pots or urns of colorful flowers or greens. Standing candelabras or tall candles can be very dramatic.
Special elements
You might choose to include either a sand ceremony or unity candle or other ceremonies.  The table and the containers for the sand ceremony now become part of your décor as do the candles for your unity ceremony.  If you are going to include jumping the broom it will be presented and placed in front of you as you are leaving and then it becomes a décor element.

Chair decorations, pew markers and chairs
Pew markers can be anything hung or fastened to the aisle side chairs or pews.  They can be balls of flowers hung with ribbon, sprays of greens and ivy wrapped in wide ribbon or anything you can imagine.  This is another place for you to introduce your colors.  When you are renting chairs you have a wide variety to choose from such as white enameled or mahogany folding chairs or bamboo banquet chairs.  

Door and entrance décor
You can have sprays of greenery tied with ribbons or have wreaths on the doors to welcome guests.  If you want to make a dramatic entrance, you can have the doorway where you will enter with your father hung with sheer, white or light colored fabric.

Décor for Your Reception

This is the place to make your wedding vision shine.  You can be extravagant, elegant, playful and colorful.  By using colored linens, beautiful flower centerpieces, candles of varying heights, draped fabric and whimsical favors you will create a special mood.
Tents and tent liners

Walking into a tented reception can be like walking into another world.  Think of a tent as a blank canvas that you can decorate without limits.  You can use draped fabric covering the whole ceiling and wrapped around the tent poles.  You can have side panels with or without windows or a completely transparent tent.  Add fairy lights or colored spotlights and you have already created something fabulous.  Just remember that you will have to provide everything including furniture.
Lighting and lights
Lighting is key in creating atmosphere.  The softer, more subtle the lighting such as glass lanterns and paper lanterns the more glamorous everything looks.  For drama you can choose a strong color such as deep blue or rich orange for uplighting to make a statement.  A lot of venues will not allow open flames so candles are out but fairy lights can create just as romantic a look.  
Furniture

You can rent furniture to create groupings for guests to sit and talk.  You can use large oversized ottomans and deep sofas covered in elegant silks or low sofas and low tables to create a very exotic feel.  Furniture can be slip covered in almost anything to match your colors.
Table decorations
Your buffet tables, cake table, guest book table, gift table and guest tables are all places to use your colors and carry out your look.  You can do this with floral centerpieces, colored linens, candles, favors, ice sculptures and the menus and place cards.
Whenever we 
think of great reception décor there is one that stands out.  A bride from Texas used coral and turquoise for her colors throughout her wedding including all of her stationery.  At her reception she had one very long single table to seat about 125 guests.  The tablecloth was bright turquoise.  On the table every yard or so were clear vases with clear glass marbles each with a tall branch in a bright coral glittery color with small bunches of spider lilies attached.   At each place was a large silver shell and a menu which had coral branch designs.  The only light came from overhead lights which were covered with large deep round shades of coral colored silk which cast a warm subtle glow over the entire table.  It was breathtaking.  And, walking into that room was like walking into another world.  You can create something as memorable in your own style.  

















Remember, there is always a way to create what you want even if you need to use a little ingenuity to do it.  Do not make this serious work, let it be fun.  Play with ideas, dance with concepts and you’ll be amazed at how creative you really are.  Your décor can be as unique as you and your wedding vision.

Chapter XVIII Flowers

Flowers are a part of your décor and of the overall vision of your ceremony and reception.  They add color, style and flair.  They are also part of your wedding ensemble and that of your attendants.  

When selecting your flowers you need to consider that summers are very hot in Charleston.   Hydrangeas and sterling roses do not do well in heat. In general, roses will do fairly well.  Daises, calla lilies, gerbera daisies and greenery will do the best in heat and humidity.    

The next thing to think about is your budget.  Flowers for the ceremony, reception, boutonnières and centerpieces can be fairly costly.  Figure an average cost of $3,000 to $3,500 in a budget of around $20,000.  This figure is based on simple centerpieces, nothing extravagant.  More elaborate centerpieces, topiaries or buffet centerpieces can be range from $125 or more each. Out of season flowers will have to be imported and will be much more expensive so consider the season when you are on a tight budget.  



Your Bouquet

It is best to choose a bouquet that looks best with your gown and body type so consider colors, shape and size.  
There are many styles of bouquets: round, cascade, hand-tied bunch of flowers, long stems which are carried over the arm, or a single flower.  You have a choice whether you want the stems totally covered in ribbon or simply tied with a single ribbon.  The cascade has a special holder. 
If you choose to have a large bouquet with many stems of flowers it will be heavy to carry and your maid of honor will have to hold your bouquet and hers during the ceremony.
To save money you can place your bouquet and your bridesmaids’ bouquets around the cake table instead of ordering additional flowers.



Flowers for Your Hair

Tell your hairdresser ahead of time if you are planning to use flowers in your hair.  Choose a flower that will last for the whole ceremony and reception.  Some ideas would be using a gardenia or small roses woven into an upswept hairdo.  Whatever you choose, take the durability of the flowers into consideration. 

Bridesmaid’s and Maid of Honor’s Bouquet

Your attendants’ bouquets can be similar in shape but quite different in color from yours. The maid of honor’s bouquet may be different from the other attendants’.  When making  your choices consider how the color of the flowers will look against your bridesmaids’ dresses in photographs.

Tips for doing your own flowers
Make up the bouquet the day before the ceremony.  To keep them fresh put the flowers in water and refrigerate as soon as possible.  Make sure you have enough vases and containers to store your centerpieces, bridal bouquets and bridesmaids’ bouquets. Fill vases with water and sprinkle flower food into each vase and stir to mix. Make sure the water doesn’t reach the ribbons and decorations.  Your refrigerator should not be set below 35 degrees Fahrenheit or the flowers will freeze.  Keep your flowers away from fruits and vegetables which can release gasses which age flowers. Keep fruits and vegetables in fruit and vegetable drawers or in closed containers.
  Take bouquets out of water about an hour before the ceremony and wipe off the excess water from the stems.  

Remember not to hold the bouquets against your gown so you don’t get a watermark or color from the ribbon on your dress.  Remind bridesmaids as well.

Working with your florist

If you have seen a picture of a bouquet that you love take it to your florist and ask them for a quote.  If it comes back more expensive than the amount you have allocated in your budget ask them if they can do a less expensive version by using more filler and greenery, fewer expensive flowers, or by making it smaller. This is where it’s good to be more flexible with the type and color of flower you choose. You might have to settle for a different flower to get the color you want.  

Bring swatches and pictures with you when you meet with your florist.  Have enough swatches so that you may leave some with them so there is no mistaking the colors you want.  Deep pink may mean one thing to you and another thing to a florist.  



Your florist is the vendor from whom you can rent an arch or chupah.  They will have containers for your arrangements, hurricanes for candles, shells to line your aisle, candles for your reception tables and fairy lights.  They will have the containers for your sand ceremony and candelabra for the unity candle ceremony, mirrors for candles on tables, topiaries, fabric to create panels or to drape, and table runners.  Be sure to ask what else they can supply in addition to your flowers.

Flower Preservation

If you want your flowers preserved, plan ahead of time and have an appointed person take them at the end of your reception.  They should be delivered to the preservation place within two days.  Flowers that are going to be preserved should be put in the refrigerator.  Do not place them in water but merely spray them with water.

Chapter XIX The Photographer 
Photography captures the moments of your wedding forever and the emotion of that day so we suggest that you don’t skimp on this part of your wedding.  Everything happens so fast on your wedding day that it is very likely that a photographer will capture moments, looks and laughs that you will miss until you see your wedding pictures.  

There are several things to consider before selecting a photographer.  You want to select a photographer whose style appeals to you.  Do you like candid shots or do you prefer the traditional posed pictures?  Do you want a paparazzi style photographer that is always near you or do you prefer a photographer that is capturing the moments from the periphery?  

You should select a package initially that has everything that you want because ordering items after the wedding is more expensive.  We suggest that you select a photography package that includes an album for you.  Things will get so hectic after the wedding that you will most likely not take the time to assemble your own album if it isn’t included in the package. 

We suggest meeting with two or three different photographers whose work you really love.  It’s best to get a few quotes from different professionals and to meet them personally.  Make sure that that they understand what you want and that you get along with them since they will be around you all day. 

Digital or film

A few years ago the split was pretty even between photographers using digital or using film.  Now, many photographers have converted to digital because of the decreased cost, the ability to shoot more photographs and the editing ability.  We still have a few photographers that shoot film because they say it gives added depth to the pictures.
Black and white or color

You can have any color photographs converted to black and white, or sepia or black and white with color touches.  These changes are done during the editing process in the studio.  If you are having your wedding shot with film then you may have to ask for two different cameras- one photographing in color and one in black and white.  
Professional Photographers 

You need to know how experienced your photographer is before hiring them because someone who just shot their cousin’s wedding with their expensive digital camera does not qualify as a professional photographer.  A professional photographer knows how to utilize light in the environment and how to capture the precious moments of a wedding.  You also want to make sure that they are established so you know they can deliver everything they promised after your wedding.

W
e suggest asking how many photographers will be photographing your wedding.  Having at least two photographers for any wedding over seventy-five guests is suggested so they don’t miss any moments.  While one photographer is shooting you and your groom the other one can be photographing your friends and family as they enjoy your wedding.  

Photographers may offer pre-set packages, a la carte menus or offer you the purchase of all your pictures and the copyrights.  The packages may include a block of time for shooting your wedding or unlimited time, proofs (usually online) and printed pictures and albums. Your photos will be edited and uploaded onto a website where you can select the pictures you want printed or included in your album.  In this case the photographer retains the copyrights.   You can sometimes purchase the copyrights for an additional fee or in some cases you can purchase the copyrights after a certain period of time. 
Some photographers will offer a package where they photograph your wedding for a certain amount of time, take an unlimited amount of photos and then give you the CD with all of the copyrights and all of the unedited images. You can then print all of the pictures yourself.  Some of these same photographers also may offer to edit your images or upload your prints so you can order professional prints for an additional fee.
Printing Your Own Pictures 

Quality photos are not printed at your local store!  There is a huge difference in quality between pictures printed by a professional for your album and the pictures that you print yourself.  The ink and quality of the paper make all of the difference as do the ability to edit and control the process.  

Once you have purchased your CD, if printing your own pictures is the only option because of your budget, make sure to keep the printed pictures in an acid-free album and keep the CD somewhere safe.   Just make time right after you get the CD to do this or it will never get done!    

Albums make great gifts for mom, dad, grandparents and any other special family member or friends.  Most albums have lifetime warranties (or should) and will preserve the photographs.  If you want more albums or special pictures reprinted for your anniversaries, it is great to be able to go back to your photographer years later and have that service available to you.

If you are like most brides videography is the last thing you think about.  In our opinion, 
videography is just as important as photography because it captures people live—walking, talking, laughing, crying and best of all, dancing.  Wedding videos are priceless! It is so much fun watching the video and seeing yourselves and all of your guests as if the wedding is happening all over again.

Videography packages range from $750 and up.  A professional videographer will use professional grade video cameras, microphones, lighting and other recording equipment.  There are many different products and services that a videographer may offer.  You can choose to have them edit the video and set it to music in such a way that it feels like your own feature film.  You can also choose to have the production staff produce a highlight reel of the wedding or you can request the raw video footage with no editing.  Some videographers will “interview” guests or allow them to send special video messages to you and your groom.    

If you want a High Definition video you must specify that and make sure that your videographer can do it.

Chapter XXI Music

Ceremony Music

Music is very powerful in creating the mood for your ceremony and reception. For the ceremony, you will usually have music while your guests are being seated.  The same music can be played for the seating of the grandmothers and the mothers and it may change for the entrance of your groom and groomsmen.  Then, the music changes for the entrance of your bridesmaids, your maid of honor and your ring bearer and flower girl. You have your own special music for your entrance with your father.  
Your music is not played for anything else; it is yours alone.   There is no music during your ceremony except as a solo or a musical interlude. The only other exception to this is if you are having a Unity Candle or Sand Ceremony.  Then the music creates a mood but also covers any awkwardness during the lighting of the candles or pouring of the sand. 

Music resumes again when you and your groom start the recessional and the same music plays as all of your attendants leave.  There is no special music as the grandmothers and mothers leave.

Like anything else to do with your wedding, the music can be whatever feels right to you.  The variety of music is enormous.  Some of the music traditionally used for your processional song is listed below:

You should use music that touches you deeply and that is a symbol of the love between you and your fiancé.  Many popular songs are also perfect.  

The setting for your ceremony will have a lot to do with the music you choose.  If your wedding is very formal in a church or cathedral you might want to stick with the above music or similar.  If your wedding is to be held outdoors whether at a beach or plantation the music can be more informal and trendy.

Your music can be performed by gospel singers, bagpipers, instrumental duos or trios, solo piano, saxophone, guitar, and any combination thereof. It can even be a capella with no instrument but the human voice.  As long as it feels like you, it’s the right thing.  As you go back and check your wedding vision it will help you choose the music that creates the right background for you.

Reception Music

The music for your reception can be totally different from the music you use for your ceremony.  If reggae, jazz or blues is your thing, choose it for your reception. Music for the reception usually lasts three or four hours. 

Select a song with sentimental value for you and your fiancé for your first dance. Whether you use a live combo or a DJ they will announce your first dance.  After you and your husband dance, you will dance with your father and the groom with his mother.  Often, it is announced that all the married couples should join the dance.  Again, other than you and your groom having your first dance together there are no strict rules about who can join in the dancing.

Remember to give a list of all of your music for the ceremony to the musicians and to the band or DJ for the reception.

Chapter XXII The Cake

The cake carries out the theme of your wedding incorporating the colors, style and feeling of your wedding vision.  It is on display for all to see as they enter your reception site.  Size does count.  The industry statistics say to figure about sixty percent of your guests will eat cake.  However, some of the cakes now being made are so beautiful and their taste is so exquisite that more of your guests may have some and many guests may have more than one piece.  Our own feeling is that it is better to have a bit left over than not enough.  If you know that most of your guests are strict about what they eat then you can factor that into the size.  The top layer is not counted in the number of guests to be served since it will be yours to take home and freeze to be served on your first anniversary.  Your wedding cake should be ordered three to six months in advance.  You should call your baker with the final guest count several weeks in advance.


Cakes can be anything these days.  They can be very simple with a couple of layers, or they can be elaborate creations of many layers, many colors with real and frosting flowers or frosting that recreates jewels.  They can have pictures in frosting, crowns, ribbons, animals, Faberge looking eggs.  Anything you can imagine can be done.

If you like variety, each layer can be a different flavor.  Perhaps, one layer is almond, another pistachio, another vanilla or exotic mango.  Let your imagination run wild.  You can also use cheese cake or carrot cake as your base.

There are several kinds of icing, glazes and fillings to ask your cake baker about.  

Some cakes are iced with fondant some with frosting.  Many of the more complex designs make use of fondant because regular icing will not hold the intricate designs.  Often a cake is covered in marzipan before the fondant is put on or, perhaps, an apricot glaze will go on first.  If your wedding reception is in the hot weather your baker needs to know about that so they can choose glazes, fillings and frostings that will stand up in the heat.

You should ask each baker that you are interviewing for a tasting. Make sure if you decide on fondant you taste a fondant icing, or, if you choose a butter cream frosting, make sure you taste it.  The same goes with different flavors of cake, fillings and glazes.  Taste all of the ones you will be using so there are no surprises when the cake is served. Your baker will also bring a portfolio showing cakes they have done for other weddings to give you an idea of the finished product.  The pictures will let you know if they can execute complicated designs so that you will not be asking for something they just are not able to do.  Make sure they understand what you want.  This is another time that magazine clippings or something you have drawn will be extremely useful.  You can also bring swatches for color matching.

Cakes can be very expensive so make sure you are spending what you have budgeted in this category.  Cake prices start around $4.50 a slice and the total price is based on your guest count.  So cake prices range from a couple hundred dollars for a small one to a thousand dollars for a large elaborate one. Dummy layers are a great way to have a large cake and possibly cut down on the price.  These layers are made of Styrofoam or something similar that are frosted or decorated just like all of the other layers.  This will give you the look of an extravagant cake without having huge amounts of leftover cake.

Make sure that your baker will deliver your cake and ask if they charge an additional delivery fee.  Also make sure that your baker or an assistant will make any repairs to your cake as necessary when they set it up.   
Fresh flowers are a beautiful cake topper.  If you are using them, you will need to know if the florist or the cake baker will do it.  The flowers may be treated so they will remain fresh and look beautiful even after standing for several hours.

Remember that if your cake is on a cake stand that will have to be returned to the baker.  This should be done by your wedding planner, or if you are not using one, assign this task to a friend.


Groom’s Cake
You may also want to consider having a groom’s cake. It originated as a Southern tradition but is now more widely accepted. It was meant to be sliced and boxed and given to the unmarried girls so they might put it under their pillow and dream of their own groom. This is usually simple with one or two layers and is traditionally chocolate or a fruitcake, although it can be something else if the groom desires.  It is decorated with something that reflects the groom’s interests such as a certain sport, hobby or profession. This cake can be really whimsical and it’s usually the bride’s gift to her groom. Since most of the focus on the wedding is on the bride this can be a nice way to include more of the groom’s tastes.  The groom’s cake can be served at the rehearsal dinner or along with the regular wedding cake at the reception.  Since not everyone will have some you do not have to figure a slice per guest.

Cupcakes

In the wedding industry there is always something new.  Each bride wants her wedding to be distinctive and to be a reflection of her unique tastes.  Recently, cupcakes have made their appearance and are used in place of the more traditional wedding cake. They are much less elaborate because of their size and are, therefore, much less expensive.  They can look very impressive when assembled in several tiers on silver or crystal serving dishes.  They can also be decorated with flowers, pearls, fondant butterflies, or white chocolate shavings and can be iced in soft pastels, or vibrant colors if your theme is more tropical.  Again, anything can be created by your baker.  Use your imagination.

The downside of using cupcakes is, that although, they look good, are less messy to handle, you will have to forego the traditional cutting of the cake and its subsequent feeding cake to each other.  However, you can put two cake layers on the top of a tiered stand with several tiers of cupcakes.  That way, you can have your cake and eat it, too.  You can have one layer to cut and one layer to freeze and eat on your first wedding anniversary.  Another option is having a giant cupcake made for you and your groom to cut.  If the whole cake thing is not a big priority then cupcakes may add a light, fun touch to your reception and you can put the money saved into a place that is a priority for you.

Mini-Cakes

Larger than cupcakes and smaller than a regular cake is the mini-cake.  It serves two people so if you want to have cupcakes for your reception and still want a cake to cut, you might consider a mini-cake.

Wedding Cookies

Although these are not cakes it seemed the right place to include them.  Cookies decorated with your and your groom’s names, or hearts or even in the shape of a bride and groom are now entering the scene. They can be a nice favor for guests especially if they are placed in a small tulle bag.  The colors of the frosting can coordinate with your color scheme.  Photos can also be duplicated in frosting on cookies.  If your wedding budget is unlimited this can be a fun addition.

Chapter XXIV The Rehearsal Dinner

Following the ceremony rehearsal it is customary for you to have a rehearsal dinner. The idea behind the dinner is to give your families and everyone in your wedding party a chance to socialize and get acquainted before the big day. It is also a chance for you and your groom to thank all of your family and friends who have helped you with the wedding planning. It can be immediately after the rehearsal depending on the rehearsal time or it can be a bit later so you and your guests can go home, change clothes and freshen up. Usually, your groom’s parents will pay but nowadays you and your groom might include this in your wedding budget.  Sometimes, both sets of your parents host it together. This is something that should be discussed early on when you are deciding on who is paying for what.  It is tradition that your groom’s mother plan the rehearsal dinner, which gives her a role in your wedding. 

The guest list for your dinner usually includes you and your groom, your parents, your wedding party and your officiant.  You may also invite family and friends of the person hosting the dinner.  It is customary to invite the spouse or significant other of each of your attendants and groomsmen. If you have a lot of out of town family and friends in Charleston for your wedding it would be considerate to invite them.

There are no rules on where you can hold it.  One couple held theirs at the baseball field during a game and they served hot dogs, hamburgers, beer and popcorn.  This was perfect for them since they are full of fun as are their guests.  For people who do not share this kind of humor and interest it would be terrible.  Just as something formal and structured would be awful for the baseball couple.  In other words, your rehearsal dinner can be fun, loose, alternative or more structured and elegant.  The choice is yours.  Sometimes, when your wedding ceremony and reception are formal it is nice for you to have a more casual rehearsal dinner, perhaps an oyster roast or a barbeque.  This is a time when you and your groom can relax with friends.  By the time of the rehearsal dinner everything is done. There are no more decisions for you to make and nothing left for you to do but to enjoy the fun.

At your dinner there is usually a series of toasts, the first of which is given by your groom’s father or whomever is hosting the dinner. He welcomes the guests and thanks your parents for hosting the wedding itself.  Your father may then follow with a toast of his own.  Often the next toast is by your best man, followed by members of the wedding party and anyone else who feels so inclined.

At one rehearsal dinner the groom toasted his bride and said what she meant to him.  She was clearly very touched and reciprocated by toasting him.  The groom then toasted his parents, her parents and the wedding party for their support and participation in their wedding. While the first few toasts at your dinner are given when dinner is served, the remaining toasts may occur at any time throughout the dinner.

At one destination rehearsal dinner, members of the wedding party stood up and told how they met the bride or groom and a little of their history with them.  This was a fun way for everyone to get to know the bride and groom and the members of the wedding party a little better.  
Usually guests at a sit down rehearsal dinner are presented with a menu from which they can make choices of appetizers, salads, soups and the main course.  Most often dessert is the same for everyone.  Your guests can have wine or you can offer them drinks of their choice.
This dinner is also an opportunity for you and your groom to give your attendants and groomsmen their gifts. Wherever you hold your dinner, be sure to end the party early to give everyone a chance to rest before the big day.

CHAPTER XXVII After the Wedding


Following your reception, there are a few things that need to be taken care of by you, your wedding planner or someone you assign to help.  You will need to have someone gather the gifts at the end of the reception and take them to a safe place until you return from your honeymoon.  You could have them delivered to your empty home however we suggest that they remain at a relative’s home until you return.  Make sure that all of the cards are gathered and kept with the gifts. 
Along with the gifts, the guest book, the cake cutting set, toasting glasses and the remaining favors should be taken to a safe place while you are out of town. If you are keeping the top of your cake to eat on your one year wedding anniversary, make sure the caterer or wedding planner has it properly wrapped and boxed for the year long freeze.  Ask a close friend or family member to keep it in their freezer until you return.  It would be best if you had one person assigned to keep all your gifts, cake, and other miscellaneous items for you until you return.

If you want your bridal bouquet preserved, make sure to have someone collect it and take it to a preservation shop within two days.  

Most couples really do not get a chance to savor the food at their wedding because there is so much going on and because of their excitement.  We would like to suggest that you ask for a basket or cooler of the food from your wedding.  
Ask the caterer or venue staff member to pack the food, drinks, and utensils to take to your hotel room for you to enjoy that evening or the next day.  Make sure they put it in your limo or your car.  You will be delighted to have time to enjoy your food and really see what you paid for.
If you are going out of the country make sure to take your copy of the marriage license with you.  If you are staying in the States make sure to store it in the safe place and write yourself a note to remind you where it is.

You will be given the “Bride/Groom” copy of the wedding license.  Your officiant will mail in the remaining two copies within fourteen days of your wedding.  You will not receive anything else in the mail.  The copy of the wedding license that you receive on the day of your wedding is the only thing that you will receive as proof of your marriage unless you order additional certified copies later on.

Charleston County has a great website that you can easily check the date your marriage license was filed and where you can also request certified copies of the license for $5.00. www3.charlestoncounty.org/docs/ProbateMain.html


When you return from your honeymoon you will have to change your name and address on all of your legal information, credit cards, banks, driver’s license and registration.  Rules and requirements are going to be different for each state and each institution, so call or look on their websites first to ask what is required to make a name change.  There is a list at the end of this chapter of places you need to change your name.

Congratulations, ladies. You have a great concept and I think this could potentially be a really great book. 





You have quite a few track changes and comments to follow up on; you may decide you need a second round of outside editing or choose to do some critical self-editing, which might work really well since there are two of you. 





As a general suggestion, read the manuscript aloud. It is an incredibly useful tool in seeing how fluid and succinct your sentences and paragraphs are. If it sounds awkward, adjust your language accordingly. If writers write how they speak, they usually end up with a good product.





There has been an ongoing issue with capitalization, tense and voice. Make sure what styles you use are uniform throughout. It seemed to jump around a lot and the best I could do was organize it "section by section." That said, you also have some issues with formatting that I assume your designer will address. There is an issue of redundancy. You seem to say the same things over and over and it becomes tedious. Be bold, have fun with your writing. The anecdotal narratives work, the repetition doesn't. I have a feeling that there is about 5,000 words that could easily be cut, which would make your guide that much stronger.





Also, the chapters in the table of content do not always correspond with the manuscript (beginning around page 160) and be sure to insert page numbers within the table of contents.

�This could and should be on one line if possible.


�This is acting weird for me. It is a formatting issue, but the verbiage is alright except that again, it needs to be written in the same way as the rest of this case scenario. As in, “once (and maybe you should give them names…) they arrived, the bride and her bridesmaids placed their bouquets around the cake for decoration.”


�How about: In this case the restaurant the couple chose did not charge to have their server cut and serve the cake, but keep in mind that a number of restaurants will charge a nominal fee for the service.


�The couple (or how about Brad and Sue) chose to use their Ipod to play a few of their favorite songs during the reception.


�I can’t recall if I have mentioned this, but the hard and fast rule is to type out any freestanding number 1-100 within a sentence.


�This does not seem necessary. If this is a “real life case scenario” then presumably you, as the author, know if the whether the groom wore a tuxedo or a suit and it might be nice to describe the bride’s ensemble. As in, The bride wore an off-the shoulder traditional dress and train…


�This what I mean. This is a nice. It gives your readers a visual element that is engaging.


�Again, make this a complete thought.  The restaurant supplied a simple table to serve as the cake table at no additional charge.


�The couple decided to use the pew markers as their centerpieces, which gave a stately and elegant air to their reception at no additional cost.


�What did “Holly and Nick” decide to do?


�What did this couple choose to do?


�Again, this is redundant. Describe the bride’s trousseau in a little detail…


�This might be a good place to tell a story on cutting costs…


�Just a note that the formatting in this manuscript is all over the place…


�Again, place your reader in the situation less abruptly.


�What sort of salad?


�Okay, remember the 1-100 rule unless the number (written in a sentence format) is a prefix or a date? Well, if the number begins a sentence it needs to be typed out regardless…so many rules…


�Wow! I had no idea this is how bands charged…


�While this is probably an important point to reiterate, this is redundant.


�This numbering system seems a little too formal for this book. Consider using bullets.


�On page 43, you write: “The first thing you need to do is to pick your date so you can begin planning.” Which either makes this redundant or…maybe you should have the budget and budget priorities be the “first” order of business.


�Just a thought, but one of the only wedding planners I know happens to be a guy…


�I realize this is the South, but this bit of information is probably not relevant (hopefully) for any of your readership.
